Tha contracts between the Gover.
nment snd Owyhee distriet gproper-
Ly owners are now ready for signa-
tures al the office of E. M. Blodgett
Seerelary.

Following are the contracts which
are self enplanatory.

The first contraet will be used by
owners of not more than 160 acres.
It does not require the owners to
szli, bat in crse sale is made, land
must go at the government apprais-
ed value; or it sold for more, vne
helf of the amount in excess of the
appraised value must go iuto the
distriet to be applied on eurrent
maintenance and water charge.

The second contrae’ must be en.
tered into by owners of more than
160 acres of land They must agree
to offer for sale their excess hold-
ings, within 30 days of snnouonte.
ment that water is available, and

comply with state regulations.

Directors Meet With Reclamation
Officials.
Centracts At Early Date,

Our board of direetors, S. D. Goshert
J J. Sarazin and R, J. Davis, all at.
tended the reclamation meeeting held
in Portland relative to the Owyhee
Project and the follewing is first hard
information contrituted by Mr, Davis
by the rcquess of the Journal:

*“The recent Reclamation conference
at Portland was so importsnt that the
direetors of the Owyhee Projeet con-
sidered it their duty to attend

We were all invited by the Portland

Commereial Club to the banquet and
lunch in honor of Dr. Mesde, eommi
ssioner of Reclamation Friday May 6,
at noon.

About fifty were present at the ban-
quet and lunch, and much enthusiam
wis manifested by the speakers, Dr.
Mend and Williamm Cattanach of Aus.
tralia being rheif spenker,

The Owyhee Projzet being the *‘big.
gest reclamation project in America’
it was put on docket first, and time
and place of meating set for 2 P M,
at the reclamation building. Prompt
ly at time sct about twenty five inter
2sted parscne met in conference with
Lr. Maad, attorneys, and cfleers,

I'he chie’ busineas it seems, was to
s=e if Dr. Mead could not have eon
tracts so changed that excess owners
of land under the project would be al-
lowed to sell their lands for more than
the appraised value.

After considerable disscuasion, Dr,
Mead suggested that those specially
interested meet with him at close of
meeting, as he thought matter could te
aljusted.

The result of the meeting has been
published in the Portland papers, and
the “‘tentative plan’’ is to be submitt
ed to Secrotary Work,

If we underatand it the terms are
about as follows: The excess owner
must sell their land at the appraised
value plus what they spend on improve«
ment, plowing, leveling, seedirg ete.—
and asdessments they pay before sell-
ing, up to fifty eents per amcre. The
government is to advertise for the ex-
oc:8 owners and sell for them.
