Washington.—End of the long drawn 
out tariff battle lu the senate now 
appears to be definitely In sight. Hav­
ing finally succeeded in disposing of 
committee amendments to nil sched­
ules, except a few temporarily passed 
over, the senate is nearly ready to 
turn to Individual amendments.

It Is expected that the three weeks 
remaining before the middle of Feb­
ruary will be sufficient for considera­
tion of these amendments and for 
Anal passage of the bill.

Some of the leaders are optimistic 
enough to think the bill may be 
passed within two weeks, while a few 
senators, having become pessimistic 
on all phases of the tariff, doubt If It 
can be passed before March.

I'assage of the bill by the senate 
will by no means dispose of the con­
troversy. lh ree  or four weeks or 
more will be required to adjust differ­
ences In the sena-e and house bills In 
conference. Members i t  congress will 
consider themselves lucky If a new 
law reaches the statute Dooks by 
March or April.

The tariff bill already has been 
pending In congress for more than a 
year, hearings having k^en commenced 
by the house ways and means com­
mittee early In January, 1920. The 
house passed the bill in May.

The coalition of Democrats and rad­
icals Is preparing to present numer­
ous Individual amendments to reduce 
duties on industrial products which 
were not Involved In the finance com­
mittee amendments, which thus far 
have had precedence.

The question of a duty on cement 
Is one of the principal controversies 
yet to be decided. The house bill Im­
posed a  duty ou cement, which now Is 
on the free list, and the senate finance 
committee approved the house rate.

Pasteur’s Tremendous 
Discovery

IN 10S3 their lived a curious Dutch­
man who ground lenses. He scraped 

some tartar front his teeth, mixed It 
with water, and examined It under 
his lens. What lie raw was a mors 
astounding sight than that which con­
fronted Balboa, who, from his peak In 
Darien, saw a lot of water. For ages 
mnn had known of the Pacific ocean 
and millions of men had sailed Its 
deeps; Leeuwenhoek, the Delft lens- 
maker, was the first human being to 
see a bacterium.

And the world promptly forgot him 
and continued for a century and a 
half to argue “spontaneous genera­
tion" and to exorcise devils ns causes 
of disease. It remained for Louis 
Pasteur (1S22-95) to prove the part 
bacteria play In decay, putrefaction, 
fermentation, and many other proc­
esses until then hidden from the ken 
of mnn. Koch, in 1876, proved the 
casual relation between the bacillus 
anthracis and the disense anthrax, 
and In 1882 Invented the "solid cul­
ture media" for the study of hucterla, 
Pasteur founded a new science—biolo­
gy ; Koch revolutionized man’s atti­
tude townrd the world and gave the 
human race Its first rational theory of 
disease.

Bacteria are so small that almost 
nothing of their anatomy Is known 
but their shape, and that changes ac­
cording to circumstances. They not 
only vary during their life cycle, but 
as Individuals; even abnormal and 
monstrous forms are found.

Bacteria show amazing vital capa­
city. They can defy hours of boiling 
water; their spores can resist a tem­
perature of 212 degrees. Some sul­
phur bacteria haunt hot springs In 
water at 190 degrees. Some multiply 
at freezing point. Typhoid and diph­
theria germs will live for days In a 
temperature of liquid air (284 below 
zero). Some bacteria have been known 
to defy liquid hydrogen temperature 
(464 below zero).

Even more astounding is their capa­
city to multiply. One becomes two 
by simple division, The germ of Asi­
atic cholera can divide every fifteen 
minutes. Within twenty-four hours 
one could become 78,700.000,000,000,- 
900,000,000,000,000; but Ihe victim is 
usually dead In less than twelve hours, 
killed by the toxins of these prodi­
gious workers. In growing and divid­
ing, they have consumed food and lib­
erated carbon dioxide. They are for­
eigners in our system, living at our 
expense and leaving their toxic gar­
bage for us to eliminate.

The air we breathe and the food we 
eat are full of bacteria, and our body 
Is covered with them. This is not lit­
erally true, but it Is true enough to 
emphasize the question: why are they 
not always and more promptly fatal? 
Many factors enter Into the case. For 
example, an entire group of bacteria 
live on our skin, wjiere they are harm­
less. A scratch or a pin prick opens 
the sldn. Now they are inside our 

I body, hut the only damage may lie a 
| boll or a pimple. Boils are usually not 
j  contagious and rarely fatal. Some 
j times they are. It all depends.
| Which brings us up to Immunity. 

But note, first, that there are many 
j  kinds of Immunity—and back of all 
! the same principle: 1 am either Im­

mune or I am not. If I take It or 
catch it, I am not immune; if 1 do not 
take it or catch It, I am Immune. But 
I may go down with It tomorrow! In 
other words, there are variable fac­

Washington.—Representative George 
S. Graham, chairman of the house 
Judiciary committee and Republican 
of Pennsylvania, announced that his 
committee would not only begin hear­
ings on February 12 on seven resolu­
tions now before the house to repeal 
the Eighteenth amendment, but would 
figuratively “take off the lid” and per­
mit general discussion on various 
amendments to modify the Volstead act.

Both wet and dry leaders of the 
country will be permitted to appear 
before the committee, the chairman 
announced. There are more than a 
score of resolutions pending before 
the house for modifications which 
would permit light wines and beer.

A general wide open discussion of 
the whole of prohibition la seen In 
Representative Graham’s announce­
ment. Hearings are likely to he in­
terminable unless curbed and are cer­
tain. to run the entire gamut of the 
wet and dry problem.

Mr. Graham Is regarded as a "lib­
eral’’ in prohibition matters. His de­
cision to open up the Important house 
committee to.general discussion means 
that Dr. Nicholas Murray Butler, presi­
dent of Columbia university, and oth­
ers of equal prominence In national 
anti-prohlbltlon circles could be per­
mitted to appear, together with lead­
ing dr.vs.

Hearings on the seven resolutions 
to repeal the Eighteenth amendment 
will mark the first time such action 
has been taken In congress since the 
amendment was adopted.

The house Judiciary committee 
faces also a demand from Senator 
Wlllium E. Borah, Republican of 
Idnho, for a thorough probe of pro­
hibition enforcement methods which, 
in the opinion of many, could hardly 
avoid developing Into a general sur­
vey of the wet and dry problem. The 
senator has not yet acted, however.

Representative Graham’s move on 
the house side entile at a time when 
another committee chairman, Repre­
sentative Charles Clirlstopherson, Re­
publican of South Dakota, wns an­
nouncing that his committee, dealing 
with the Wlckershatn law enforce­
ment commission’s Juryless trial pro­
posals, would eliminate from the bill 
now before It, any Implied threat, 
that refusal to plead guilty to minor 
offenses before United States com­
missioners would Iny the accused open 
to Jones law liabilities.

Representative Chrlstoplierson. him­
self n lawyer nnd author of the pro­
posed hill, said the measure would 
prevent district attorneys from pro­
ceeding to grand Juries with Informa­
tion of slight violations first placed 
before the commissioners and upon 
which defendant refused to plead guilty 

The Jones Inw leaves to the discre 
tlon of district attorneys nnd grand 
Juries to say what constitutes “casual 
or slight” violations of the natlonnl 
prohibition law. “If the casual or 
slight violator demands a Jury trial,” 
said Representative Clirlstopherson, 
‘the district attorney must place tie- 
fore the grand Jury an entirely new 
set of evidence to bring Indictment 
and liability to the Jones law penal­
ties."

The house committee, considering 
transfer of enforcement machinery 
from the Treasury to the Department 
of Justice, voted 10 to 7 to leave con­
trol of industrial alcohol with Secre­
tary Mellon’s department.
