Thousands of men and women act 
as unpaid "co-operative” observers of 
the United States weather bureau. 

j Thanks to the services of these per­
sons, dully weather records are main­
tained at nearly 5,000 places In this 

, country, and In many cases the rec­
ords have been kept with hardly a 
break for SO years or more by an 
individual observer or by members of 
the same family. These records are 
sent monthly to Washington nnd 
serve as the raw material from which 
climatic statistics are prepared for 
all parts of the country. The bureau 
supplies to each observer a rain- 
gauge, a maximum thermometer for 
registering the highest temperature 
of the duy, a minimum thermome­
ter, which registers the lowest, nnd 
a wooden thermometer and screen, 
or shelter. The observer reads his 
Instruments once a duy—usually 
about sunset—and enters the read­
ings in his register, together witli a 
record of various special weather 
events, such os frosts, thunder­
storms, tornadoes, auroras and opti­
cal phenomena.

TO BUILD IDAHO ROAD
M)\V STREAM FLOW
GREAT ROAD PROGRAM
CARE FOR CHILDREN
DAIRY TEST PLAN

OGDEN, UT.—Idaho will take 
Immediate steps to complete its por­
tion of the U. S. Highway No. 30 
south from Burley to the Utah-Ida- 
ho line, according to a report of O. 
Ben Ross, governor of Idab9, given 
to the Ogden chamber of commerce. 
Utah already has completed her 
share of U. 8. 30 south and as soon 
as a discussion of a realignment be­
tween Burley, Deelo and Cottrell Is 
straightened out, Idaho will proceed 
with work on its portion of the 
road.

MOSCOW, IDA.—Roods to be 
coustructed in this district as soon 
as surveys are completed are Coug­
ar Gulch hill road; the highway 
from Setters to Mud Bay: the
Phimmer-St. Maries highway ; the 
road frem Moctelme creek to Ten­
sed ; the road from Copeland to 
Eastport on the Canadian line; two 
miles of road through the Fourth 
of July canyon to eliminate dan- 
erous curves. These roads, together 
with other projects, will complete 
sections of an arterial highway pro- 
gram.

SALT LAKE CITY, UT. — A 
atudy of stream flow record com­
pleted by the Salt Lake district of­
fice of the United States geological 
survey Indicates that 1930 was tha 
lowest runoff year record for sev- 
eral streams with records extend­
ing back from 10 to 30 years.

PROVO, UT. — Undernourished 
school children of Provo are to be 
furnished milk free of charge, MUs 
Irene Harris, school nurse, reports, 
following the decision of several 
civic organizations to contribute to­
ward a fund for the purchase of 
the necessary milk.

LOGAN, UT.—Following a meet­
ing of the dairymen of Hyde Park, 
it was decided to have tests taken 
of all dairy cattle In that vicinity 
for contagious abortion. A dairy 
chairman and two others, was auth­
orized to plot the districts and to 
organize the work.

CHEYENNE, WYO.—The great­
est highway construction program 
In the history of the slate will get 
actively under way soon after 
March 17, when bids on more than 
$800,000 In road improvement work 
are opened here. Z. E. Seviaon, high­
way engineer, said It will be the 
greatest single letllng of highway 
contracts since the highway depart­
ment was established. Projects In­
cluded In the contracts, to he 
awarded embrace oiling, grading, 
gravel surfacing and bridge work 
in all sections of the state.

LOGAN, UT.—Rather than cut 
already low salaries of the Cache 
county school teachers, It Is highly 
probable that the 1031-32 school 
year will be reduced to eight 
months.

IDAHO FALLS, IDA. — The 
southeastern section of Idaho ship­
ped 46 carloads of food, nearly two- 
thirds of tho total shipped from the 
state, to the drought-stricken areas, 
according to word recieved here 
from F. Lee Johnson, state commis­
sioner of agriculture.

A bout D aniel W ebster

Undoubtedly tho acceptance of 
Daniel Webster's greatness by his 
contemporaries was due In part to 
his own consciousness of It, and his 
skill In Imposing his conception of 
himself on others.

Even as a poor boy at Dartmouth 
college he hail a passion for clothes. 
For great oratorical occasions he al­
ways wore a bright blue coat y ith  
brass buttons, and a buff waistcoat. 
There Is more than a suspicion that 
he stage managed his entrances and 
exits.

Claude Moore Fuess, In his biog­
raphy, “Daniel Webster,” quotes a 
Dartmouth graduate who remarked 
that “In the political processions of 
his youth, he never saw Webster ex­
cept marching alone In a hollow 
square, and that without any plan­
ning on the part of the authorities 
In charge.” Like other actors, he 
needed Ills audience. While Emerson 
communed with the Infinite through 
his diary, Webster thought of him­
self In terms of public appearance.

Webster directed his deathbed 
scene with a formality such as at­
tends the pussing of a cardinal or 
pope. After his dying oration he 
lapsed Into drowsiness, but revived 
to Inquire: “Have I—wife, son, doc­
tors, friends, are you all here?—have 
I, on this occasion, said anything un­
worthy of Daniel Webster?”—Robert 
Morse Lovett In the New Republic.
