Incidentally Lehtinen spoke very admiringly of Hill 
and made a noble gesture by pinning on him the colors of 
Finland all that he could do under the circumstances. I 
understand they will race in Chicago and if so, the event 
will be of tremendous interest.”

Oregon has reason to feel execeedingly proud of such a 
splendid youth as Hill. He took an unfortunate circum­
stance with graciousness when he had an unquestioned 
right to contest the decision. He took his loss like a gentle­
man and a sportsman.

He is a brilliant runner, a good loser—and at the same 
time the winner by a league in the Olympics athletes, the 
hero of the boys and girls who turn out for track and sports 
in every school.

SIXTY CENTS IS M TXIUM

Several million bushels of wheat In 
eastern Oregon soon will be stored In
elevators and there It will stay until 
the price rises to a point where it may 
be sold at a profit. Acceptance by the 
Reconstruction Finance corporation of 
wheat as security for loans makes this 
course possible, and with additional dis­
tricts Joining the movement daily, it 
looks very much as though the efforts 
will meet with success.

For the last several years Oregon 
wheat farmers have operated at a loss. 
Some have been forced to the wall. 
Others are holding on simply because 
mortgage owners do not care to fore­
close. Wheat fanners now are desperate

We have talked with several large 
growers of late. We asked them what 
they would have to get for their wheat 
to make a profit.

One of the most energetic told us 
that, given good crops, economy of op­
eration and ordinary ‘ breaks” he could 
make a small profit at 60 cents a bush­
el. Others placed the minimum at 70 to 
75 cents..

STOCKMEN GET CREDIT— BRIGHTER TIME AHEAD
Ranchers of Malheur county, and other agricultural re­

gions of the country, many of whom have been affected by 
drastic declines in prices, receive encouragement from the 
agricultural credit associations authorized by the federal 
relief act.

The Reconstruction Finance Corporation will establish 
these associations in the federal land bank districts with a 
capital of $3,000,000 for the purpose of making loans to 
fanners or stockmen for livestock or agricultural invest­
ments. Loans will be secured by notes which will be redis­
counted by the finance corporation, by federal reserve 
banks or federal intermediate credit banks.

From Washington came word Saturday that one of the 
eight regional corporations will have its headquarters in 
Spakone. This office will serve Montana, Idaho, Oregon 
and Washington. Branch offices will be established in 
Portland and Helena. The livestock season is near and 
there is need of finances for the handling of feeder cattle.

The corporation has been authorized to make loans for 
general farm and stock-raising development for a period 
of three years with an extension privilege of not more than 
five years.

There is a wide field for operation of the federal asso­
ciation in this region. It will be a help to fanners, sheepmen 
and cattlemen who have found money hard to get during 
the last two years. This may be the turning point for the 
livestock industry in Malheur county and if so, brighter 
times are ahead for all of us.
