Washington D. C., April U — (To 
Frank T. Morgan, secretary Owy- 
hf e District)—President Roosevelt 
said today he will take loan ques­
tion up personally with R. F. C. 
His secretary McIntyre will follow 
up. Senate committee has reported 
cut the loan bill unanimously and 
Speaker Rainey said bill would be 
allowed out in house on assurance 
of President’s approval. Secretary 
Ickcs is now supporting us. (Sign­
ed) Marshall N. Dana.

Bringing new hope for the Owy­
hee and Vale appropiatlons for con­
struction work in 1933, the above tele­
gram was welcomed by Malheur county 
people when it arrived with yesterday's 
report from Mr. Dana, delegate of the 
Owyhee and Vale projects. I f  the $5,- 
000,000 loan bill for reclamation goes 
through es Mr. Dana is so urgently 
striving for, it will assure the 1933 
schedule on the Owyhee and comple­
tion of the Vale.

Last Thursday came final word from 
Washington that Oregon congressmen, 
with Mr. Dana, had prevented the 
tiansfer of the unobligated balance in 
the reclamation fund, estimated at 
$2,500.000 for the next fiscal year, to 
the fund for forestation work.

R. J. Davis, former member of the 
Owyhee board, has been aiding in tire 
battle for the Owyhee appropriation. 
Congressman Sam D. Reynolds of Ten- 
r.sseo was once a student in a class 
In a southern school taught by Mr. 
Davis. To him Mr. Davis carried his 
plea. At the close of a friendly letter, 
Mr. McReynolds wrote, “ I  note very 
carefully what you state in reference 
to securing a loan from the R. F C. to 
complete the Owyhee project. I  will be 
glad to talk to Mr. Dana and If I  can 
be of service to him I will be glad to 
help.”

In another personal letter to Mr. 
Davis, Dr. Elwood Mead, wrote as fol­
lows: “  I  will show Mr. McReynolds the 
last report on the Owyhee. Photo­
graphs in It are very fine. I  am hope­
ful we will get the money we need. 
Marshall Dana Is working hard. All of 
you owe him a debt of gratitude for his 
wholehearted service. He Is widely 
known and Is of great help. A  good let­
ter came from Mr. Morgan in the same 
mall as yours. I t  Is early to make pre­
dictions but I  am very hopeful.”

FROM JORDAN
Fred Palmer brought word from 

Jordan Valley Wednesday that 
Ralph Weaver and his crew of sur­
veyors for the state highway de­
partment had established their 
camp In Jordan Valley and were 
beginning the location of th e  
I-O -N  highway from Jordan Val­
ley to Rome.

Holady Brothers were the largest j  called 
potato growers in the county last year, 
having around 200 acres in spuds.
They stored all they could on account 
of low prices but a good portion re­
mained in the ground. They farmed 
on the Eastern Oregon Land company 
ranch last year.

The ROOSEVELT CABBINET
After 12 lean years in the political 

Sahara, the democrats have taken over 
the Washington oasis and the man 
next to the President to whom they are 
loking most expectantly Is James A. 
Farley, postmaster-general. He has 
already served notice that the entire 
party strength and patronage will be 
used to put through the Roosevelt pro­
gram and do all in his power to sell 
tlie democratic party to the country.

The new post office chief is from 
Stony Point village of New York. At 11 
he was helping a widowed mother sup­
port a family of five children. He car­
ried a torch In a Bryan parade. He was 
crack first baseman on the ball team. 
At 30 he had become a figure In state 
politics, climbing from his first job of 
town clerk.

He tided A1 Smith during his cam­
paign for governor and as a *  reward 
was appointed chairman of the state 
athletic commission. The story goes 
that it was Jim Farley who urged 
Franklin D. Roosevelt to accept the

proposal to head the New York ticket 
In 1928. By 1930 he was definitely under 
the Roosevelt aegis and his man was 
elected.

A  year later Mr. Farley took up his 
second Job of President-making and 
now he has come into national prom­
inence at the age of 44. Unfailingly 
genial, he neverthless requires that 
e/ery state Democratic organization 
perfect its machinery before Jobs are 
dispensed. Parley says ‘‘it is an act of 
patriotism to so add to the strength of 
the party as to Insure its continuance 
in power.’’ He la forever hammering at 
the forging of a strong and united 
democracy.
