West of Nyssa Early 
Wednesday Morning

A crew from the government oper­ation and maintenance department had a break In the Shoestring ditch repaired this morning and the water Is now back in the ditch. The break happened around 5:30 Wednesday morning approximately a quarter of a mile north of the bridge leading to the cemetery. A gopher or rat hole Is blamed for the damage.
The water cut a deep washout down the hill, carrying dirt, gravel and trash onto an alfalfa field on the Eastern Oregon Land Co., No. 1 ranch. A field of standing alfalfa and some that was cut was flooded by the waters of the Shoestring.The water was shut off Imme­diately the break was reported but It was not until four o'clock Wednes­day afternoon that actual work of repairing could be started. T h e  crew worked until eleven o’clock Wednesday night and had the break repaired before noon today. It is estimated that had not the govern­ment crew, Including drag line, cal and trucks been available, It would have taken four or five days to re­pair the break by teams and much of the lettuce acreage under the Shoestring would have been lost.The ditch Is an old established one and breaks are Infrequent. This was the second break In seven years, the last one being six years ago
