“—I enjoyed looking over the Jaur- 
nal as I saw mentioned many of 
my old friends living there when I 
lived there.

“ I have traveled much since I left 
the Snake River valley but I have 
never found a place that really fur­
nishes the comforts of life that one 
can so abundantly have there.”

the silver boom was at its height, 
and the towns were full of gun­
play, of shooting, carousing, gam­
bling, and unrestricted lawlessness. 
The thousands of people who came 
in to locate pay dirt furnished 
plenty of victims for all sorts of 
crooks and grafters. In Denver I 
had the opportunity a number of 
times to observe the workings of 
Soapy Smith, that prince of im­
posters, protector of criminals and 
builder of churches. He was a queer 
duck, with with a smooth, courtly 
manner, and would fleece a well-to- 
do stranger or head a subscription 
for a widow’s family with equal sin­
cerity and enthusiasm.

“In 1893 I knew Bat Masterson, 
perhaps the most noted character of 
the later period of the Old West. 
He was in his prime, about 30 years 
of age, and a square shooter. Drov­
ers used to drive cattle north on 
the Chisholm trail from Texas and 
the Panhandle country to Abilene 
and Dodge City. They were the 
nearest railroad shipping stations 
and were the cowboy capitals of 
that time. Tough characters used to 
run the marshals out of town and 
extreme lawlessness and general 
misrule prev&ileg. There I came in­
to contact with some of the tough­
est characters that ever were in the 
west. Wild Bill Hickok was sent as 
marshal to Abilene and cleaned up 
that town—and Bat Masterson 
made Dodge City a law-abiding 
place.

“Times were good then, with lots 
of money in circulation. The hand 
was always in the pocket for any­
one who needed help.

“We came to the Owyhee Valley 
in 1884 by railroad. When we got 
to Parma the merchant said, 'You 
can’t cross the ferry at Riverside. 
You’ll have to go to Nyssa.’ ”

Memories Of An Old Timer
What colorful glimpses down the 

vista of a past whose like we shall 
never see again. What tales of ro­
mance we hear when some old timer 
sits down and looking afar off, 
says, “I remember when—” Hie 
moving picture plays “Union Paci­
fic,” "Dodge City,” “Let Freedom 
Ring" and others were told first by 
some white-haired old woman who 
looked at the dying embers in the 
fireplace, remembering covered 
wagon days—or some old scout or 
cattleman who whittled on the cor­
ral bars and told of the brave days 
when he was a boy.

Following are some of the mem­
ories of Otto Schweizer, one of Mal­
heur county’s early settlers who has 
seen the range country turn from 
sagebrush wastes to fertile irrigated 
fields, neatly fenced, and supporting 
thousands of families. And among 
them Mr. Schweizer informed us 
are about forty of the second and 
third generation wearing the 
Schweizer brand.

"I was born in Detroit, on Sept. 
4. 1857," said he. “My father's frame 
house and the house on the next 
block were built before the Civil 
War. I went back to Detroit a few 
years ago and found these same 
houses in good repair.

“Some of my earliest recollections 
are of Civil War days. One of our 
neighbors had four sons, fine, heal­
thy men. They marched off to war, 
but they never came back to their 
mother, for every one of them was 
killed in battle. I saw fine, up­
standing. clean men go away to war, 
and in the days of 1863 and '64 I 
saw them march past our house, un­
kempt. ragged, dirty, lousy, one arm 
gone, and many came back with a 
leg gone. I have ever since been a 
conscientious objector—I will not 
ask other people's sons to do what 
I don't want to see happen to my 
own.

"I left Detroit in 1880 and went to 
Leadvtlle. Colorado, a gold mining 
boom town. I spent four years In 
that riproaring mining town. Those 
were days of mushroom towns, when
