WE WILL FIGHT TWO ENEMIES
¥1 7 ITH the present war in Europe following 
" "  the pattern of the one of 1914, plus a few 

extra countries being invaded by the Germans, 
it might be well for Americans to begin to take 
an added interest in a few things here at home.

We have monkeyed around now for six 
months and are nowhere near getting started 
on a proper increase in the number of men in our 
army and our navy is, compared with others, 
woefully weak. Both of these shortcomnigs will 
be “chickens coming home to roost”, if our 
statesmen insist on throwing verbal brickbats at 
those countries in Europe who still believe that 
might is right. We were totally unprepared in 
the last war and we will be in the same fix again 
when we go into this one, and from the tone of 
the present leaders of our government in Wash­
ington we will eventually get into it.

However, when we get into this war we are 
not going to have just one enemy to fight, we 
are going to have two—that famous fifth col­
umn, “the borers from within”. You think it 
can’t happen here? How about a few facts— 
right in our own county this writer knows of a 
man who is one of the staunchest supporters of 
the Russian system of government that you will 
find—he believes in government ownership of 
everything (except of course, his own farm). 
And this same individual is what you might call 
a “key man” in one of the many Washington 
bureaus. This individual is but an infinitesmal 
part of growing cancer in this country, a can­
cer built upon small fry politicians that see in 
the overthrow of the ORIGINAL form of the 
American government, a chance to put them­
selves up as little dictators. This form of tripe 
would sell their souls for the chance to reach 
their goal, no matter under what form of gov­
ernment.

Then there is another case we can point to 
in which we sat in a meeting and heard our army 
official roundly criticized as spreading war 
propaganda through the observance of Army 
Day. Our contention is that there never has been 
and never will be an officer in the United States 
armed forces that will allow himself or any oth­
er member of the forces spread war propa­
ganda—for it is the soldier’s business to have 
first hand knowledge of the horrors of war. But 
our Army and Navy officers have a right, and 
a duty, to keep us informed as to what is need­
ed to keep our armed defense the equal of any 
in the world.

Harry Bridges, who has done more than any 
other one man to stir up industrial strife on the , 
.Pacific coast, is still in the country, through the 
reluctance to deport him of a Secretary of Labor 
who has helped defeat every effort to get this 
alien out of the country.

In every place, both high and low, will be 
found members of this fifth column. That is 
what beat Noiway, it is helping to do the same 
in Holland, a country notorious for its liberal­
ism and Belgium has not escaped the ravages of 
traitors within its own borders.

Of course we cannot go out as a government 
and shoot these fifth columnists down, (it’s 
against our guarantees) , but we can as individu­
als advocate that they either shut up or go to the 
protection of the form of government that they 
are forever advocating—we can as individuals 
ask our government to get down to brass tacks 
and get our national defenses up to the equal of 
any in the world, and to do it now!
