The President called upon r,all loyal citizens to place the nation’s need first In mind and in action" and said “ the nation will expect all individuals and all groups to play their full parts, without stint and without sefishness."
Spenlfrig over the radio, the Pres­ident said it is the U. S. policy to give “every possible assistance" to Britain and her allies by whatever measures are necessary. He also said U. S. will not accept a Nazi-domi­nated world and will resist any Ger­man attempt to gain control of the seas or bases which could be used for an attack on the Western Hem­isphere.

Oen Hershey notified local boards that Agriculture Secretary Wlckard re­ported the defense program has drawn heavily upon the supply of farm labor and an adequate supply is becoming a serious problem, par­ticularly along the Atlantic Sea­board. He said “we need to consume twice as much green veg­etables and fruit, 70 per cent more tomatoes and citrus fruits, 35 per cent more butter, 20 per cent more 
milk.”

Surgeon General Parran of the Public Health Service recommended the following minimum dally diet: one pint of milk for an adult and more for a child, at least one serving of meat, one egg or substitute, two green vegetables, two fruits rich In vitimin C, bread and cereal, butter or oleomargerine, and “other foods to 
satisfy the appetite.”

Leon Henderson. Price Control Ad­ministrator, reported that although industrial production is now almost 35 per cent higher than In 1929, the cost of living has risen only about three per cent and wholesale prices only about seven per cent in the past year, considerably less than 
during the comparable period of the 
World War.

He said leading oil companies in New England and middle-Atlantic areas have agreed not to increase gasoline prices “substantially" un­less basic cost conditions change. He announced a celling will soon be placed on cow hide prices. He re­quested producers of amonium sul­fate used as fertilizer to continue prices at the present level because there is no Justification for an in­
crease.
