Americans entered 1941 without knowing 

whether this country would become involved in 
war before the end of the year, but this year they 
realize that for certain they are facing a titanic 
struggle at arms that may end in slavery or free­
dom

'me American people tl s year will become 
thoi Highly united because .ery loyal American 
is willing to do his part in preserving our demo- 
ci acy. This unity, along w.ih the efforts of the 
a lies, will probably bring victory or at least a 
turning point in the conflict in 1942, or in 1943.

As the national admin, tration continues its 
efforts to drive the nation into an all-out war pro­
gram, congress will slash non-defense expendi­
tures to the bone.

The C C C ,  the NY A, agricultural agencies 
and other government-subsidized groups are al­
most certain to suffer from the reduction in ex­
penditures. A  special economy committee has 
aireadv recommended to congress a cut of $1,- 
131,075,000 in non-defense spending. Other 
savings are expected to increase the reductions 
to nearly $2,000,000,000.

Expenditures for armaments will increase 
by leaps and bounds as the nation pushes ahead 
ever more vigorously in its war effort. Amer­
ica: are going to be called upon to make sacri­
fices in time and money. As individuals they are 
going to have to be content with less money to 
spend and will have to spend more for taxes. 
They will have to pay a goodly share of their 
spare cash for bonds and for other direct means 
of raising money.

Unless congress places a stringent ceiling 
on prices and wages the cost of goods and labor 
are almost certain to increase. Whether every­
one will have good jobs and spend money like 
drunken sailors as they did during the last world 
war is a question that only time can answer.

With Britain gaining control of northern 
Africa, the allies will probably take the upper 
hand in the struggle with Japan in the Pacific, 
because control of the Mediterranean without 
r uch interference would give England a chance

-"nd more warships to the Japanese area and 
woivo keep open a vital route for shipment of 
supplies.

However, aside from the fight for control 
of Singapore, England will likely concentrate on 
defeating Hitler in Europe. To England the 
Japanese war is only a side issue in the world 
struggle, but, of course, the Nipponese problem 
is tied in with the larger problem.

With the country going all-out for arma­
ment production labor leaders who have been 
causing the strikes will be less apt to stir the 
wrath of the people by starting unprovoked in­
dustrial walkouts.

In connection with the labor situation, we 
may be sure that die great reduction in non-de­
fense expenditures will reduce employment, but 
much of the unemployment in turn will be offset 
by the armament program.

As the youthful 1942 trips lightly across the 
horizon and 1941 fades away in the distance, the 
picture is darkened by storm clouds that Ameri­
cans will epcountr during much of the coming 
year. That picture can be brightened only by 
the sacrifices, loyalty and unselfishness of the 
American people.
