THE NEWS FROM GERMANY
The news from Germany continues very en­

couraging, unless we are being made the vict­
ims of a huge Nazi hoax.

First we were told that Hitler had been de­
posed, Goering made the supreme ruler of the 
country, although after a couple of weeks one 
sees no changes as a result and becomes more 
suspicious than before, which is very suspicious 
indeed.

Other stories kept coming. Hamburg was 90 
percent demolished, the population fled, wreck­
ing German morale evreywhere with their hair- 
raising stories. This is probably true. We know 
Hamburg was really given the works.

Then Goering’s wife was reported in Switzer­
land, which isn’t hard to believe, for the Swiss 
are reliable, and why wouldn’t the lady want to 
get out of the fatherland, into a decent, bomb- 
free countiy? Goering’s money is probably there 
too.

Now we are getting the most important story 
of all—next to Hitler’s ouster if that really hap­
pened. and the most important if it didn’t. The 
German government is said to be evacuating 
Berlin, going to Vienna and other cities farther 
from our air bases.

Why is this important? For several reasons. 
First, it confirms our previous suspicions as to 
what damage our bombs do. Second, it shows 
the low morale of the German rulers. They must 
realize the effect of government removal on
