AMMONIUM NITRATE

Ammonium nitrate is expected to 
be produced at the rate of 35.000 to 
40,000 tons per month in 1944, acc­
ording to WFA. This is a higher 
monthly production rate than ever 
reported previously, so maximum 
use of the fertilizer will by encour­
aged.
HOG PRICE SUPPORT

To protect hog growers who are 
unable to market at present and 
are forced to feed about 300 pounds, 
the WFA made a temporary emerg­
ency extension of the price support 
program to Include good to choice 
butcher hogs weighing 300 to 330 
pounds. The second extension of 
the support program became effect­
ive on January 27. To help prevent 
market gluts, the price support lim­
it was temporarily raised to 300 
pounds on December 23. from the 
originally announced range of 200 
to 270 pounds.

Growers who have feed are urg­
ed to keep hogs weighing less than 
200 pounds off the market until 
market congestion is relieved.

DISABLED VETS WILL BE HELPED
Anticipating the ultimate return 

of nearly 10 million persons in un­
iform to civilian life, and the pro­
blem of helping thousands of dis­
abled veterans to readjust them­
selves to new occupations, plans 
for a long range post-war veterans 
welfare program were recently app­
roved by the national council of ad­
ministration of the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars of the United States. 
To make certain that this nation­
wide rehabilitation program will be 
established on a permanent basis, 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars of 
the U 8. will announce plans in 
early 1944 for a campaign to collect 
a fund of $1.500,000

“ Individual members of the org­
anization, as well as all patriotic 
citizens, will be Invited to contrib­
ute to this fund,” according to ad­
vance Information received here by 
District Commander J. J. Kollen. 
“With a goal of $1,500,000, the sum 
of $1.000.000 will be earmarked for 
direct aid to disabled and needy 
veterans and their dependents. The 
balance will be used to expand and 
maintain the facilities of the V.F.W 
.National Home, Eaton Rapids. Mi­
chigan. established in 1925 as a ho­
me for widows and orphans of vet­
erans. It Is expected that the pre­
sent conflict will leave in Its wake 
thousands of broken families and 
children minus at least one parent.

In the tentative plans to raise the 
proposed fund, every local unit of 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars of 
the United States will be requested 
to participate. Each chapter will be 
assigned a definite quota which Is 
to be subscribed with funds obtain­
ed either as donations or raised th­
rough enterprises conducted under 
the sponsorship of the V.F.W. and 
other patriotic groups.
