IF THIS IS BUREAUCRACY 
WE DON’T W AN T IT

While our sons, fathers and husbands are 
overseas facing death, injury and starvation, 
some of our government bureaucrats are run­
ning around the country wasting their own time 
and the time of others, who are so busy without 
any help that they can hardly keep ahead of 
the work.

One agency employe is contacting business­
men asking what they think of his organization 
and whether it is getting along all right. Obv­
iously when they see an able bodied man run­
ning around asking questions about his organiz­
ation they immediately come to the conclusion 
that the agency is not as important in his view­
point as it was before. They also come to the 
conclusion that the man is more interested in 
keeping his organization’s finger in the pie 
than in furthering the interests of his country 
and fellowmen in a critical time.

The importance of anything is based prim­
arily on its relationship to other things-. Right 
now the most important thing on everybody’s 
program should be winning the war.

If bureaucracy continues to grow during the 
remainder of the war like it has during the last 
few years, the people are going to have more 
than peace to worry about. They are going to 
worry about the freedom they lost while their 
boys were at the front fighting against enslav­
ement.
