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LABOR PICTURE GETS BRIGHTER 
IN SPOTS

The labor situation alternately brightened 
and darkened this week, but one of the 
most significant developments was the agree­
ment reached by the Kaiser-Frazier company 
and the United Automobile Workers union.

Concessions made by the company will repre­
sent an increase in wages of 30 per cent, the figure that the labor unions in the automobile industry have been attempting to reach. Union leaders have rightfully declared the increase to be a great victory for them.The labor unions will use the increase as a leverage in negotiating with the older compan­ies, such as General Motors and Ford, because as one labor official said “If a new company can pay more than the going rate certainly the super efficient General Motors corporation can do as much and more.”Of course, the companies can pay more, but it is doubtful whether they can increase wages by 30 per cent without increasing the price of cars and so far the price has been regulated by the OPA. The manufacturers are certainly in a squeeze play that will likely extend the labor strife in that industry for some time.Another interesting development in the la­bor picture was the agreement of oil refinery workers to settle for an increase of 18 per cent.These two agreements may well serve as patterns for negotiations between other groups of employers and employes.
