EXPANSION PROGRAM 
MOVES FORWARD!

In the last few years, we have more 
than tripled our investment in plant and 
facilities to serve our telephone users.

The increase in investment has been 
very substantial for two reasons. First, 
we have tried to keep pace with continu­
ing demand. Second, it takes a lot more 
dollars to provide facilities at today's 
high cost levels.

.One of the important angles that the government 
seems to be overlooking in its doubtful efforts to restrict 
inflation by various and sundry means is the increase in 
taxes on incomes.

Every few days the government allows an increase 
in wages in some specific industry, it allows an increase 
in prices in certain categories of merchandise and con­
tinues to probe the various fields for means of increas­
ing taxes. Apparently the government Is sincerely inter-

ested in stopping inflation, but it is doing many things 
to increase inflation.

In this vicious cycle of higher wages, higher taxes 
and higher prices, one purpose of the administration 
in increasing taxes is to reduce the possibility of un­
bridled inflation from reaching the bursting point. The 
theory is that when the people spend their money for 
taxes, they cannot spend it for luxuries and other goods 
and thus the program decreases the amount of money 
in circulation and cheapens the price of goods.

Now, with prices rising, the workers, especially the 
union laborers, demand more money. As the govern­
ment increases taxes, the worker, the businessman and 
the farmer have less to live on unless they secure more 
wages or other income and promptly demand more in­
come to pay higher taxes. In effect, the increase in taxes 
also increases inflation, nullifying one of thepurposes of 
boosting taxes.

Solution of the problem is extremely difficult, espec­
ially at a time when the government is forced to spend 
billions in production of implements of war. This pro­
duction creates an artificial prosperity that warps the 
usual economic pattern out of shape. In addition, the 
government has been attempting to control our economic 
life for so many years, it seems fallacious to try to de­
pend on natural trends to remedy the situation. The 
only other solution seems to be “ freezing” prices and 
wages and stopping inflationary government expen­
ditures.
