Unlovely To Look At
The time has come for some definite action to re­

move unsightly debris from several vacant lots in var­
ious parts of Nyssa.

One of the most forbidding of the numerous eyesores 
is at the corner of North Fourth and Bower across the 
street from the new post office where it will be viewed 
by more people than any other vacant lot in town. Only 
one block from Main street, the untidy mess also is in 
view of the sugar company clubhouse which is used as 
a hostelry for numerous visitors to the city. The state's 
governors, a U. S. Secretary of Agriculture and other 
dignataries have had an opportunity to watch Nyssa 
grease wood grow and trash accumulate.

When the new post office is completed sometime this 
summer, local patrons and visitors will have an even 
greater opportunity to cast their eyes on what is little 
more than a disposal area

Wire netting, tin cans, broken wooden crates, paper 
and general filth are accumulating among the sage­
brush forests that seem to remain as a symbol of the 
days before w ater was brought to the desert.

The city has a copy of a nuisance ordinance which 
should be carefully studied and passed before the sum­
m er is over. There should be no hesitancy on the part 
of the councilmen to “get tough” since efforts to per­
suade owners of idle property to clean up have been 
fruitless. As much as the Journal dislikes more and more 
laws, we feel that a nuisartfce ordinance giving the city 
power to clean up the messes and charge the property 
owners is the last resort.

This newspaper and numerous individuals have en­
couraged “diplomatic action" for more than two years, 
but all efforts have been stymied by legal technicalities. 
It is with some regret that such m atters must be pub­
licly aired for the whole world to know about How­
ever, the filth and junk on vacant lots seem to be 
among those very few problems that Nyssans have so 
far been unable to solve.
