County Library.

Jesse S tuart, hom espun author, 
teacher and farm er, describes his 
rediscovery of the richness of a 
quiet life lived close to n atu re  in 
his journal, “The Y ear of My R e­
b irth ,” w ritten  during his year of 
convalescence from a near-fatal 
h eart attack.
