Poinsettia Puzzle 
Is Christmas Fun

A fun-maker at Christmas is to 
ask family or friends this ques­
tion: “What color is the blossom 
of the poinsettia plant?” Chances 
are, the answer will be, “Red, of 
course.”

Actually, the red “blossoms” of 
the poinsettia are not the flower 
of the plant—they are leaves. The 
real blossoms are the tiny yellow 
flowers in the center of the red 
clusters.

A comparatively newcomer to 
the traditional Yule greenery, the 
tropical poinsettia was discovered 
in Mexico in 1828 by Dr. Joel 
Roberts Poinsett, first U. S. min­
ister to Mexico. He aroused in­
terest in the beauty and the plant 
is named for him.

Albert Ecke, a California farm­
er, developed and improved the 
plant and first marketed it in 
1906.
