DID YOU KNOW?

That in the past 25 years that
federal governmental agencies
have expanded from 500,000
civilian employees to nearly 2.5
million? That one out of every
28 employed persons in the U.S.
works for the federal govern-
ment? That the cost of these
employees for one year is $242
per family? That the federal
debt has reached almost $300
billion — equivalent to more
than $7.000 per family? That

the present administration is »

asking for billions more to add
to the cost of domestic pro-
grams?

If the $7,000 mortgage owed by
each family was held by a com-
mercial bank, payments would
have been made or been foreclos-
ed long ago.

But who knows when this con-
fidence will begin to falter and
the danger period be reached as
when depositors lose confidence
in a bank and begin a “run” on
it? And now the president pro-
poses that we buy $100,000,000 of
bonds to be issued by United Na-
tions to keep it going—because
many other nations who belong
are not willing to pay their part.
