House stated that the local pro­
ject could not grow in size, due 
to water limitations, but that 
there had been a big change since 
he 'became manager. He said 
these, largely, were in the nature 
of improvements that had been 
made to insure increased delivery 
of water when needed. He also 
cited a decrease in personnel due 
to more efficient machinery plac­
ed in use.

House served on the city coun­
cil continuously from 1952 to 
1964 and was mayor during 1957- 
58. He has been very active in 
the Masonic lodge and held many 
offices in reclamation capacities 
at various levels.

The family, along with House, 
say they will leave Nyssa with 
mixed emotions.

Oregon Farmers' 
Income Increases

Despite rising production costs 
in 1965, Oregon farmers had the 
highest net income in six years 
and cash receipts reached an all- 
time high.

Mrs. Elvera Horrell, Oregon 
State university extension agri­
cultural economist, said cash sales 
brought in $476 million last year, 
10 percent above 1964. while pro­
duction costs were $404 million, 
topping the previous year by 
three percent.

Oregon’s total net farm income 
was estimated at $141 million in 
1965, which was 40 percent above 
the record low in 1964, but still 
below the record high year of 
1951. Mrs. Horrell noted that net 
farm income in Oregon was first 
recorded in 1949.

Oregon ranked 32nd among the 
mainland states in receipts from 
sales of farm products, the exact 
spot it held in 1964. Cattle and 
calves, as usual, topped the list 
of commodities by a wide margin. 
Dairy products ranked second; 
wheat, third; potatoes, fourth; and 
greenhouse and nursery products, 
fifth.

While cash farm income has 
been climbing, according to Mrs. 
Horrell, farms have been getting 
bigger in size and fewer in num­
ber. Oregon lost 1006 farms from
1964 to 1965 and another 1500 in
1965 and the first half of 1966.

Nyssa's Amalgamated Fall Campaign 
Starts Monday; Crop of 700,000 Tons 
Expected to Gross Near $10 Million
Ideal Growing Weather Since August 15 
Plus Better Prices Make Outlook Good

Nyssa’s Amalgamated plant will start processing a 700,000- 
ton crop of sugar beets worth approximately $10 million to 
local growers, Monday.

According to Area Manager Ray Larson, harvesting will 
start that morning on a controlled basis and the plant will 
begin near midnight after sufficient beets have been delivered 
at the factory to start a run.*---------------------------------------

Growers wishing to start at 
that time should contact field­
men of their territory for per­
mission, as there will be no 
stockpiling at any of the receiv­
ing stations before cool weather 
permits or no later than Oct. 20.

The latter date is set by con­
tract with the growers and will 
be unchanged without their per­
mission. (Likely in the case of 
unseasonable weather.)
Migrant Laborers Increase

Hiring of the 500- to 550-man 
crew is nearing completion and 
no labor shortage is °xpected. 
These workers will generate a $2 
million payroll for the local com­
munity, tending to keep retail 
business at a high level. Plant 
Manager Dick Forbess says there 
will be more migrant laborers on 
the payroll than in previous years 
but that he had not yet estimated | 
the percentage of increase.

Policy of hiring is based on 
seniority, in that all who finished 
the campaign last year have first 
chance at the jobs this season. 
Nationality has no bearing on 
hiring, he said. The migrants who 
work throughout the period (end­
ing near the middle of February) 
will be on hand for the early 
spring work that usually opens 
up in April.

This will cut down somewhat 
on the number who will have to 
return from the southwestern 
states for annual crop work.
Sugar Outlook Bright

With acreage remaining almost 
identical with that of 1965, anti­
cipated tonnage running about 24 
per acre, and improving sugar 
prices, the outlook is extremely 
good.

Growing weather has been ideal 
since Aug. 15 in all areas where 
the company operates, according 
to company official Henry Zobell 
from the home office at Ogden. 
This has raised hopes for tonnage 
expected to reach the 24 average 
of the past five years.

Tests to date indicate sugar 
content is somewhat lower than 
last year but higher than in 1962- 
63-64. The price of sugar has 
been improving.

Final payment for the 1965 crop 
will be made prior to Oct. 25 and 
it appears that approximately 35 
cents more per ton will be paid 
to growers than for 1964—adding 
nearly $200,000 to the total.
Individual Testing Planned

Manager Larson says growers 
will be paid on sugar content of 
their crop and not on average for 
all growers as has been done in 
the past. The new sugar lab is 
complete and Larson stated that 
if it should develop any “bugs” 
they would continue individual 
testing through another source.

A sampling will be taken from 
the grower’s first load each day 
and alternate loads thereafter.

Postal Officials 
To Aid Residents 
In Zip Code Use

Residents in the Nyssa area will 
be offered an opportunity to Zip 
code their mailing lists during 
October, Postmaster Lee Dail an­
nounced today.

Letter carriers will deliver “no 
postage needed” cards to each of 
the 860 residential delivery stops 
beginning Oct. 10. They will have 
blanks for addresses used most 
often, but for which individuals 
do not know the proper Zip codes.

In rural areas and cities with 
one Zip code assigned, only an 
out-of-town card will be delivered 
since all local addresses will have 
the same Zip code.

“This is a good time to get the 
Zip codes missing from your 
lists,” Dail noted. “This Christ­
mas, Zip codes will be important 
as ¿hopping early and mailing 
early for the efficient and on- 
time delivery of the record-break­
ing avalanche of mail expected in 
the pre-holiday weeks.”
Cards Returned to Sender

After filling in the street num­
ber, city and state, the cards are 
mailed back to the postmaster. 
Post office personnel will then 
add the proper Zip codes and re­
turn the cards to the sender.

According to Dail, President 
Johnson has proclaimed Oct. 10- 
15 as “Zip Code Week” to pro­
mote greater usage of Zip codes.

Postmaster General O’Brien an­
nounced May 19 that steps were 
being taken to make Zip codes 
more accessible to the public. 
The present program resulted 
from a search for the most effec­
tive method to get the codes in 
the hands of private mailers.

A poll conducted earlier this 
year found that about half of the 
population is using Zip codes. Of 
the remaining half who are 
not, 80 percent said the reason 
was that they did not know the 
Zip codes for the people to whom 
they wrote.

Addresses which cannot be Zip 
coded because of insufficient or 
improper addresses will be for­
warded to the city indicated on 
the card, if legible, and codes 
will be added there. Only ad­
dresses and not names of corres­
pondents should be listed on the 
cards, the postmaster advised. 
Zip codes represent delivery areas 
for the postal service and not in­
dividuals.
