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An Easter Message

Some few months ago we wrapped up our holiday ornaments
and displays, and put them in dead storage for another year.
At the same time we placed our still green holiday tree on
top of the trash pile, In retrospect it almost seems that our
actions were sowing the wind that created the whirlwind.
The intervening days have been dark and gloomy; the wind has
blown - and blown hard - from all points of the compass; the
rains have come, and the snow, and the ice, and the sleet; and
the earth has been a dark and deadly place to live.

But in these last few days, or weeks, the sun has come
to shine once again; the earth is warm and receptive to the
touch of the farm equipment; the planting has begun; and the
fields reflect a rebirth of the life without which our life is in
vain,

There is beauty coming to life all around us, and mens
hearts are glad. Here is new life and the promise of the
harvest of the tomorrow; here is the joy of a rebirth of the
cycle without which men's sustenance is indeed meager,

We survey all this from our world of happiness, and it
seems that there can be no mar or defect to obscure this
wonderful Springtime, which has ever gladdened the hearts
of men., But as our eyes scan the entire horizon which is
ours, suddenly there comes into our perspective that trash
pile on which we placed that green holiday tree but some few
months ago. The tree is still there but it has changed. It
is no longer green and it has lost all its needles, leaving it
brown and bare and ugly. As we continue to gaze off into the
distance at this tree it seems as though it has lost not only
its green needles but most of its branches. Out of the mist
of the distance comes the picture of this tree with but two
branches left - and these are in the shape of a cross, We
continue to gaze and - it can’t be true - but yet there is the
shape of a man hung from those remaining branches of our
dead tree,

So, regardless of all the new life and growth around us, we
are, it seems, in the midst of the death from which we have
just arisen,

All the happiness, joy, and beauty which has been ours is
suddenly tempered by this view of ugliness and death, We
can’t tear our eyes from this tragic sight! There is mourning
in our hearts for this man and all mankind which has caused
this agony and suffering, the unspeakable ingnominy of the
Cross,

We continue to gaze into this tragic distance, and then,
suddenly, there is a change! The cross is still there but
its arms are now empty. Our eyes search and search in vain
for this man who was hung on this cross, but He is no longer
there, And because He is no longer there, we are free from
the stigma of the death of that tree and cross, and he who hung
on it. Once again the new birth and growth bring nothing but
joy to our lives and the lives of those about us. Yet there re-
mains in our hearts the knowledge that all this wonderful
reborn emotion which is now ours, can only be because that
Man came down from the cross.

Who can that Man be? Who could stir within us and all
mankind over the ages this tearing of the mind and heart?
Certainly no ordinary man could do this.

We travel along the restless road of life, and then we meet
a stranger. Usually this meeting is when our lives are in
precarious balance, and we know not which way to turn. This
stranger holds out His hands to us in love and affection, in
forgiveness for all our errors against Him and all mankind,
and in promise of life eternal. We look again and - no - this
Man is not a complete stranger. The view is a little clouded
but soon it becomes clear that this is the Man who hung from
the cross, Who is this Man? Who could open our hearts and
minds to all the loveliness of nature, the true brotherhood of
all man? Who could bring this rebirth within us? Who could
offer us forgiveness and the love which passes all under-

Editor's note: The following
letter was written by Michael
Shunn who was raised in this
area but now lives in Port-
land. His letter is addressed
to Americans of Mexican
ancestry:

Look around you when you're
in any of the Snake River Valley
town. Many of the people you
see will belong to a minority
group.

There are three very strong
minority groups in the valley:
the Japanese, the Basques, and
you, the Mexican Americans.

The Basques have been here
the longest of the three. They
are respected ranchers, far-
mers, businessmen, teachers,
etc,

The Japanese started with an
overwhelming  handicap
World War Two. During the
war, most were interned in
concentration camps. Their
homes and businesses were
confiscated and sold.

In 1942 or 1943, there was no
person lower on the totem pole
than a Japanese-American
When they were released, they
were homeless and im-
poverished.

The Japanese came to this
valley with many strikes
against them, but they stayed,
bought homes and farms,
educated their children. They
overcame prejudice by very
hard work.

The Japanese, like the
Basques, have invested their
lives in their businesses andthe
valley. What they take from the
land they return. They are

respected businessmen, far-
mers, doctors, and state
senators.

And you, Mexican Americans,
came to this valley to very little
prejudice. You came in the
spring, worked until the harvest
was in in the fall, and went back
to Texas and Mexico for the
winter with your summer’s
wages,

Valley organizations taught
you health and sanitation
practices, your children attend
local schools, the BLM has
trained you to fight range fires.

You have taken from this
valley, but what have you
returned?

Youv'e taken your wages to
Mexico to spend. How many of
you have taken advantage of the
opportunities for education and
now want to abuse them?

If you don't want to contribute
to the good of the valley, then
leave the area, If you want to
join the rest of us and live here,
then meet us half way. Help
build our valley. Don’t tear it
down.
