the judiciary and newsmen. 
Physical appearances to the 
contrary, “Jake” Tanzer’s nose 
has been so-blunted by the 
grindstone of various former 
government jobs he owned one 
of the Capital City’s most 
modest public awareness pro­
files.

And most of his prior ex­
perience didn't seem to pre­
pare him forthesuper-samari- 
tan role surprised observers 
assumed would best fit the Hu­
man Resources leader.

After all, most of the 36- 
year-old University of Oregon 
Law School graduate’s profes­
sional life has been devoted to 

I honing exceptional legal talent 
'into a fine-edged sword of 
justice. He was that young (27) 
Portland lawyer who left private 
practice to help Bobby Kennedy 
ride herd on the Mafia. He 
was invoved in prosecuting 
white lawmen and Klansmen 
convicted for killing civil rights 
workers. He tried some 200 
criminal cases as deputy for 
former Multnomah County Dist. 
Atty. George Van Hoomissen. 
He was such an outstanding 
prosecutor, in fact, Atty. Gen. 
Lee Johnson hand-picked Tan­
zer to become Oregon’s first 
Solicitor General — and has 
argued more cases in the Oregon 
Supreme Court than any lawyer 
in the court’s history.

This is the man selected to 
care for the blind, the mentally 
retarded, the unemployed, the 
unwanted child, the unwed mo­
ther, the aged and the ill? 

To many his nickname pro­
bably sounded more like that of 
someone he’d send to prison 
than the compassionate over­
seer of the state’s unwanted and 
unfortunate.

Actually, Jake Tanzer’s brim­
ming compassion was instilled 
early by a Jewish father who 
came to this country to escape 
Czarist oppression in Russia. 

As a Portland teenager he 
accompanied his older brother 
to Salem to lobby for fair em­
ployment practices. He belongs 
to the American Civil Liberties 
Union. He spent a summer in 
Mississippi defending civil 
rights cases in federal courts. 
And he has spent as much extra­
curricular time on crime pre­
vention and rehabilitation as he 
has working with those who 
apprehend and prosecute cri­
minals.

What began at his father’s 
knee probably reached its zenith 
defending blacks in the Deep 
South. The decision to work 
in government was made early 
in his career. And experience 
has led him to believe govern­
ment should mould itself to the 
human problems with which it 
deals.

Jake Tanzer was pleasantly 
surprised Gov. McCall picked 
him for the new job. But he 
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Another step was taken by the 
56th Legislature in the relent­
less march toward reorganiza­
tion of state government.

That “step” in legislative 
parlance was called House Bill 
1059 and created the Depart­
ment of Human Resources.

The new department emerges 
as the largest in state govern­
ment by almost any yardstick 
applied. It carries a $600 
million biennial budget, employs 
some 9,600 people and likely 
will have a direct influence on 
each of Oregon’s two million­
odd citizens.

The department’s newness is 
mainly administrative. It 
charged with coordinating 
providing programs through 
isting agencies for public
sistance, children and families, 
economic opportunity, aging, 
vocational rehabilitation, cor­
rections, mental health and em­
ployment.

Biggest innovations within 
the department are creation of 
a Children’s Services Divi­
sion and Division of Health 
Affairs.

Putative fathers of the new 
department are several. Among 
the noteworthy are Gov. Tom 
McCall, Senate Pres. John D. 
Burns, the governor’s Execu­
tive Assistant and former Le­
gislator Bob Davis and 
Corrections Division Admini­
strator John J. Galvin.

With this kind of impetus — 
and considering the humani­
tarian nature of the department, 
many observers expressed sur­
prise Gov. McCall reached into 
the Attorney General’s office 
to find the new department’s 
chief executive.

"It was a pleasant surprise 
for me,” said Jacob B. Tanzer, 
Oregon’s solicitor general, as 
he prepared to take the Human 
Resources Department’s top job 
effective July 1.

Tanzer’s “surprise” was 
short-lived however, and the 
surprise of others likely will 
evaporate shortly. The new 
Human Resources chief wasted 
little time surrounding him­
self with capable assistants and 
division leaders — many of 
whom are veteran Salem ad­
ministrators.

He is a native of the North­
west who attended Portland pub­
lic schools, the University of 
Oregon, Stanford and Reed. But 
at the time of his appointment, 
his circle of intimates extended 
only slightly beyond compatriot 
members ofthe legal profession,
