USDA PROPOSES 
ONION REGULATIONS “*rs

Grade and size requirements 
for onions produced under the 
Idaho-Malheur County, Oregon, 
Federal marketing order have 
been proposed by the United 
States Department of Agricult­
ure. Imported onions are re­
quired by the Agricultural Mar­
keting Agreement Act to meet 
the same requirements.

Officials of USDA’s Consumer 
and Marketing Service said the 
proposed regulations are simi­
lar to those of last fall and are 
necessary to assist producers 
in orderly marketing.

Beginning Aug. 9, imports of 
yellow varieties would have to 
meet requirements for U.S. No.2 
or better grade, and be a 
minimim of 1 1/2 inches dia­
meter; white varieties must be 
U.S. No. 2 or better grade and 
be at least 1 inch in diameter. 
In addition, all onions imported 
would have to be at least 
"moderately cured.”

As in recent years, an aver­
age decay tolerance of not more 
than 5 percent would be per­
mitted for onions in transit 
10 or more days from country 
of origin.

The proposal is scheduled to 
be published in the July 31 
Federal Register. Interested 
persons may submit written 
comments in four copies until 
Aug. 5 to the Hearing Clerk, 
Room 112-A, U.S. Department 
of Agriculture, Washington, D.C. 
20250, where they will be 
available for public inspection.

August 
12 he has scheduled both on­
site and aerial inspection of 
several dam sites in the Hepp­
ner and La Grande areas.

Un-Conference 71 will be a 
little more on the sophisticated 
side than the first such 
gathering at Canby Grove Camp 
last September. This year’s 
idea and opinion exchange be­
tween students, faculty, govern­
ment, business and the profes­
sions is scheduled Aug. 13-15 
at Lewis & Clark College.

The 120-acre wooded campus 
less than a half-dozen miles 
Southwest of downtown Portland 
on Palatine Hill Road includes 
what once was the country estate 
of merchant Lloyd Frank.

Heralded in the early Thirties 
as one of the 15 most splendid 
estates in the West, only a few 
remnants remain to remind 
visitors of the opulence of an­
other era. Estimated to have 
cost $1.3 million to create, the 
grounds were tended by 32 gar­
deners. The manor house, now 
serving as Lewis & Clark’s Ad- 
minstration Building, was a 35- 
room Tudor-style dwelling with 
13 bedrooms, seven fireplaces 
and included a 20 - car garage.

Successors to Lewis & 
Clark’s Presbyterian founders 
obtained the estate in 1942 for 
a gift price of $46,000. Ex­
tensively developed and ex­
panded during intervening 
years, the campus now is re­
cognized as one of the nation’s 
most beautiful.

When it comes to comparing 
Un-Conferences, there’s a 
world of difference between 
rustic Canby Grove cabins and 
the comfortable dormitories of 
Lewis & Clark. Food also will 
be served in more-than ade­
quate college facilities.

Aside from the obvious 
physical differences, Un-Con­
ference 71 will proceed in much 
the same manner established 
last fall when the gathering was 
billed as "something more than 
Earth Day.”

Un-Conferences are the pro­
duct of the Institute of Public 
Affairs Research, Inc., a non­
profit, non-partisan education 
organization active in Oregon 
high schools and colleges. The 
first was a follow-up to Earth 
Day and dwelt exclusively with 
discussions of the environment 
and its many facets.

Un-Conference 71 was ex­
panded to embrace five major 
discussion topics; Drugs in 
America, Justice in America, 
Protecting the Consumer in Mo­
dern Society, Education in 
Crisis and Environmental Prio­
rities.

Expected to attend and mull 
these topics are some 250 
high school seniors and college 
students, 50 faculty and school 
administration representatives 
of business, labor and the pro­
fessions.

Un-Conference is so-named 
because of its loosely structu­
red format, devoid of lectures 
and formal presentations, in the 
words of this year’s coordi­
nator, Stan Biles.

Biles, a 19-vear-old Portland 
State University sophomore ma­
joring in political science, re­
ports a tentative "unstructured” 
agenda:

Registrants will converge on 
Lewis & Clark between noon and 
4 p.m. Friday, Aug. 13. Follow­
ing dinner, topic groups will 
discuss their subjects and on 
Sunday each complete group will 
meet together to air various 
solutions.

"Un-Conference as a whole 
will not ‘adopt’ any policy or 
position on any topic,” said 
Biles, "but individual partici­
pants, in any combination, may.” 

Conceived to establish lines 
of communication between the 
young and the rest of society 
and to seek solutions to mutual 
problems, the long-range re­
sults of Un-Conference already 
have been determined.
