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How Nyssa Got It’s Name
We have finally heard the true, authentic story of how 

Nyssa got it’s name. Or at least it sounds plausible after 
visiting with Harry Leuck. old time Nvssa resident and retired 
Lieutenant Commander in the U.S. Navy (see story page 1).

The name Nyssa, according to Leuck, came from a sign at 
the end of the line when the railroad was being built, and long 
before there was a town here. The sign read NORTH YARD 
SUPPLY STATION, and later someone tacked the letter "A” 
onto the initials to make the name consonant, or pleasant 
sounding, and it came out NYSSA. This story came from 
Leuck’s Uncle Nicholas, who helped build the railroad, and 
who saw the sign many times.

Some of you won’t agree with this version. We would welcome 
hearing your story, and if there is such a thing as we could 
all agree on a story, it would be well to record it for posterity.

Other versions we have heard is that it Is an Indian name; that 
it Is a Biblical name; that it was somebody’s girl friend’s 
name; that it came from the sign NEW YORK SALE & SHIPPING 
ASSOCIATION: and others.

Only last week a tourist from Ohio stopped in our office 
and asked where the name came from. It seems he had named 
his daughter Nyssa, but he seemed rather vague as to the reason, 
and didn’t know a town by that name existed until he neared 
Oregon and spotted us on the map.

Now is a good time to get this thing settled. Can anybody 
help?

The Oregon State Highway 
Division is cooperating in the 
nationwide effort to provide 
summertime employment for 
the country’s youth by em­
ploying them in the 16-20 age 
bracket under two seperate pro­
grams.

The Division launched the 
Youth Litter Program on July 
1 by employing 72 boys to pick 
up litter along the highways of 
the state. The young men are 
assigned to 18 four-man crews 
scattered about the state. This 
program is financed with funds 
received from the sale of cus­
tomized license plates. The 
members of this group are 
pretty much on their own, with 
a crew chief being selected 
from the crew members of each 
group, although their work is 
monitored by a Highway Di­
vision foreman.

The program is successful. 
The youths are enthusiastic and 
are willing workers. Following 
a sweep by one of these groups, 
the highways are left clean, 
thus providing the setting for a 
most enjoyable ride. Expres­
sions from Highway Division 
personnel have ranged from 
“Excellent day’s work” to “Ex­
tremely clean job.”

Following the third 
the program, reports 
that this group has
1,850 miles of highway, 
this stretch, the youths have 
picked up 9,600 bags of litter. 
They are averaging seven miles 
per day per team and picking 
up five bags of litter per mile, 
or 35 bags of litter per crew 
per day.

The litter is placed in plastic 
bags alongside the highway, 
where it is picked up by re­
gular Highway Division trucks. 
Following a sweep by these 
crews, the right-of-way is ex­
ceptionally neat and clean. 
Highway Division officials ex­
press the hope that cleanliness 
will breed cleanliness and that 
motorists observing the absence 
of litter along the highway would 
be inclined to leave it in that 
condition. At this time it is not 
known when the litter teams will 
be back to make another com­
plete sweep. The program will 
be limited to Saturdays only 
once school starts.

The second project, the 
Neighborhood YouthCorps Pro­
gram, was started on July 15 
and is designed to provide jobs 
for disadvantaged youths, both 
boys and girls. Youths par-
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Tuesday and Wednesday 
August 17 and 18 will find 
St. Bridget’s Religious Edu­
cation teachers and helpers in­
vited to two one and a half 
hour sessions of preparation for 
the coming year. There will 
be a session in the morning 
at 10:00 a.m. and one in the 
evening at 8:00 p.m. The morn­
ing and evening sessions will 
be identical allowing those par­
ticipating to choose a time most 
convenient. Tuesday will be 
dedicated to the setting up of 
the coming year’s program and 
Wednesday to 
be taught and 
teaching it.
