This week of October 10-16 is National Newspaper Week. 

This is the one time during the year when the more than 9,000 
weekly and daily newspapers of the nation join hands, as a group, 
and make a concerted effort to promote a better understanding 
of newspapers and the vital role they play in preserving 
the great American way of life.

Newspaper Week was started nationally, in 1940, and is 
sponsored by Newspaper Association Managers, Inc., a nation­
wide organization of state, regional and national press asso­
ciation managers.

‘'Newspapers - Growing with America” is the theme for 
this years observance. This week is not primarily set aside 
for newspapers to indulge in self-praise,, but it is a time to 
remind readers of the fact that growth in this free nation goes 
hand in hand with growth in its free press.
; Newspapers are a vital part of the American economy, pur­

chasing many millions of dollars of material each year and 
offering, through advertising, opportunities for businessmen 
to increase their revenue and for buyers to use their money 
to the best advantage.

As we observe National Newspaper Week, may we remind 
our readers that we are starting our third year as publishers 
of the Gate City Journal. We sincerely hope that we can con­
tinue to do our share, along with our 9,000 and some cohorts, 
to make our community a better place to work, play and live - in 
peace and prosperity.

It was Eugene Fitch Ware who said: “No town can hope pros­
perity and trade, Unless the press shall vigorously aid.”

Greater Oregon League
The Nyssa School Board was faced with an agonizing decision 

at their Monday night board meeting, and in our opinion made 
thé right decision, unanimously approved by each board member.

They agreed to withdraw from the Greater Oregon League. 
On the surface this may seem like a rather drastic step to 

take, but the board was finally forced into a corner after many 
years of side-stepping the issue, and they had no other real, 
valid choice.

Since the days when Nyssa teams first entered into athletic 
competition with other schools, we have been a member of 
what is now the Snake River Valley League. Other teams in 
tills league are Payette, Weiser, Emmett, Vale and more re- 
céntly Vallivue and Bishop Kelly.

Ontario was formerly a member but their increased enroll­
ment forced them into a Class A league, with schools of over 
600 students in the top three grades. At various times Parma, 
Fruitland, New Plymouth and Homedale were also in the same 
league, but when Idaho re-districted they dropped into a league 
with schools of like enrollment.

In recent years Nyssa and Vale have also participated in the 
Greater Oregon League, playing John Day, Burns, and each 
other to qualify for participation in Oregon play-offs, tour­
naments. etc. More recently we have been forced to compete 
with Wahtonka, (which is near The Dalles), Madras, and 
Prineville; all 300 miles across the state.

Now the league issues the ultimatum to play a round robin 
schedule with these teams (which also includes Milton-Freewater) 
or get out. The board, in our opinion, wisely decided to get out.

Oregon league officials have completely ignored the fact that 
Nyssa and Vale have long been a part of the SRV League, 
with long standing and historic rivalries among friends and 
neighbors. Vale, incidentally, will have made up their mind 
which way they will go by the time this is published.

Football and basketball are the only sports involved in the 
ultimatum, with competition still authorized in wrestling,base­
ball, track and minor sports. Again, the Greater Oregon Lea­
gue has ignored the fact that our associations with the SRV 
schools are for all sports, but also music, speech, girls* ath­
letics, and many other inter-scholastic activities.

One of the regrettable factors in getting out of the league is 
that we will not be able to participate in play-offs for cham­
pionships in football and basketball after this year. We will 
also be eliminated from consideration in the mythical state 
standings (we are number 4 in Class AA right now.)

The argument comes up - what is best for the kids? In our 
book a game at Emmett 30 miles away is better for the player 
than a game with Wahtonka 300 miles away, and a game at 
Weiser 25 miles away is better than a game with Prineville 
250 miles away. Besides, the parents and supporters of the 
teams can and do attend the games at Weiser and Emmett, and 
they in turn fill the visitors side of the field when the game is 
played at Nyssa. Prineville may have brought eight rooters 
when they played here two weeks ago.

The real losers in all this are Burns and John Day. Hard- 
pressed to schedule games near home, they will lose two of 
their closest in Vale and Nyssa, and these are friendly rivalries 
of long standing. We understand that John Day sided with us, 
but Burns voted to stay with the round robin decision of the lea­
gue.

The Nyssa school board left the door open. If the Greater 
Oregon League will recognize that we have geographical ties 
here along the Snake River that are important traditionally and 
economically, and will go along with sub-districting as they 
have in the past, then of course we would like to continue in the 
Oregon scene.

We have been most fortunate over the years in belonging 
to a league which is very close competitively and with the same 
goals and interests, and the school board very wisely agreed 
that this must continue.
