20 YEARS AGO

A letter from the state sani-
tary authority urging the City
of Nyssa to place its sewage
disposal plant back in operation
was read at the regular weekly
meeting of the city council Tues-
day night,

As a result, the city is or-
dering the necessary repair
parts, but the plant will pro-
bably not be placed inoperation
until spring, because of anti-
cipated delay in receiving the
repair parts.

The cost of the project is
roughly estimated at $2,000.
The city will build a chlorine
contact chamber, a screen and
grit chamber and a drying bed
for digested sludge.

The attitude of the city coun-
cil has been that Nyssa should
not have to go to the expense
of re-activating the sewage plant
when other towns along the Snake
River do not have sewage dis-
posal plants, The contention
of the state is that unless it
forces Nyssa to operate its
plant it cannot properly ask
Ontario and Vale to instail dis-
posal plants,

30 YEARS AGO

Senator Charles McNary of
Oregon reported this week that
he had notified officials of Nyssa
that the agriculture department
was planning to set up a light
labor construction camp here
to replace a mobile migratory
labor camp, but officials said
they had not heard of the pro-
posal officially.

The new camp, if established,
will contain 150 tent houses,
sanitary facilities and a clinie,
If it is not sufficient to meet
the labor situation in Malheur
County a mobile camp will be
established,

The beet harvest inthe Nyssa
factory district is expected to
be completed next week, accord-
ing to R.G. Larson Sr., dis-
trict manager of the Amal-
gamated Sugar Company, who
stated that $713,291.45 was paid
to farmers of the district
November 15 and that $333,-
918.25 will be paid to the far-
mers November 25, so that the
total initial payment is expected
to reach $1,112,500. The pay-
ments were made at the rate
of $5 a ton.

The initial payment is based
on an estimate of the sugar
content of the beets and the
net price the company will se-
cure for sugar produced from
the beels.

Appearances indicate that the
crop in this district will aver-
age very close to 16 1/2 tons
per acre, the highest average
in this district since the fac-
tory was built in 1938,

In addition to the high yield
per acre, indications now are
that the sugar content will be
in excess of 16 1/2 per cent.
