seriously damaging traditional
marketing opportunities, Beel
and milk prices, on the other
hand, appear to be at adequate
levels,

It is my feeling that some of
the ills might be alleviated in
1972 by Oregon’s taking actions
that will help diversify the pro-
duction and marketing oppor-
tunities of our farm com-
munity, Wider cropvariety can
be accomplished by making
state funds available to Ore-
gonians to help intensify and
diversify their productions ca-
pabilities through irrigation.
Encouragement of construction
of processing plants where
fresh produce farmers are now
dependent solely on the fresh
market and expansion of world
markets offers hope for bet-
ter marketing opportunities,

It is my hope that the family
farm, corporale or noncor-
porate, will continue to domi-
nate in Oregon and that the
impersonal, non-family cor-
porate farm will continue to
be a minor part of Oregon's
farm scene, The resources of
my administration will be de-
voted to these ends.

In comparing statistics with
Governor Dan Evans of Wash-
ington, we discovered that the
dock strike cost Oregon and
Washington $190 million in lost
farm income,

But let’s not dwell on what it
cost,

Let's think about what great
advancements could be made if
the docks now continue in nor-
mal action.

An immediate solution to that
long-lingering dispute could be
the magic elixir to Oregon's
economy--could, indeed, rea-
lize my hope that 1972 willem-
brace our richest optimistic
thoughts,

If we can keep the docks open,
we can keep our trade activi-
ties thriving--both import and
export; if we can keep the ports
in action, can protect the
vital agriculture industry of
Oregon, our second most im-
portant economic activity, and
expand the entire base of our
commerce,

It is certain that, in 1972,
we will -- by aftereffect--know
just how important Oregon's
port traffic is to our (total

econoiny.

we

Devaluation of the dollar 1s
another helpful factor in our
economic future,

It will stimulate our growing
foreign trade with the Pacific
nations.

And, to further enliven this
great potential, 1 will head one
of the most ambitious trade
missions tc the Orient any go-
vernor has ever undertaken,

Early in 1972, during Feb-
ruary, 1 will accompany a group
of Oregon business, agriculture
and government leaders to Hong
Kong, Kuala Lumpur, Singapore
Taipei, Seoul and Tokyo.

We will emphasize food pro-
ducts -- and the great poten-
tial that Oregon foods have for
Oriental markets.

We will be again--with hope-
looking to an expansion of our
economic potential within the
immediate future.

But whatever we say about
the passing of 1971 and the
entrance of 1972, we must not
allow ourselves to become bli-
nded by statistics,

Statistics are people. People
make them; people change them;
people endure them or exult
with them,

It is true that, statistically,
we can look ahead with hope to
1972,

But we must, in careful ca-
veat, remember that the sta-
tistical curve is based on man
and etched by man-- and, what-
ever happens, good or bad, will

be the work of man,
We must, for the vigor of
our state and nation, look a-

head with hope to 1972,

We can enhance that hope with
the statistical evidence and the
productive plans | have men-
tioned.

But we cannot allow our-
selves the luxury of waiting for
the slow poison of indifference,

What happens in 1972 will be

what we determine should
happen
All of us, As individuals:

as families; as corporations; as
unions; as governments, as of-
ficials.

It is my pledge to make 1972
a thumbnail sketch of the great
new century. It is my pledge
to work for that foresight dream
It is my hope that you and I
will, again, close ranks to ful-
fill the pledges and the hopes
in the struggle of this team
effort
