Friday afternoon we drove north on Highway 95 along the
Weiser, Little Salmon, Salmon, up Whitebird Hill and down
to Kooskia, ldaho on the Clearwater River where we camped.

Saturday we drove up Lolo Pass along the Lochsa River
to Lolo, Montana on Highway 12, Then south on Highway 93
along the Bitteroot River, over the Continental Divide, and
then to Salmon, Idalio where we camped on the Salmon River
that night.

Sunday we continued on 93 along the Salmon to Stanley, then
over the hill to Lowman on Highway 21 and home through
Boise,

This trip combined the grandeur of the snow-capped peaks
of the Sawtooth and Bitteroot Mountains, the bank-full rivers
carrying the spring run-off from the mountains to the ocean,
the magnificent wilderness areas of Ildaho, and all within a
relatively short distance from homs,

The Continental Divide separates the river drainages of
the Missouri River to the East and the Columbia River to
the West, At the 7,000 foot summit between Stanley and Lowman
we witnessed the small streams at their start flowing east
into the Salmon and west into the South Fork of the Payette,
and this water ultimately finds its way into the Snake, Co-
lumbia and on into the Pacific Ocean

There are those who knock our multi-purpose dams that
help harness these waters for power, navigation, flood
control, irrigation, recreation and other uses of man before
they are finally wasted into the ocean

The purpose of this, though, is to extoll
beauly of this country ind easily
avallable for our pleasure
