And in retrospect, I doubt if Wilkie would have been a very good

president. However, in those days it was primarily a matter
of principle, and many of us did not think that President Roose-
velt should defy tradition and run for a third term. Many

of FDR's friends broke with him over the issue, and Congress
later passed legislation limiting the tenure of the president
to two terms. So perhaps idealism and principle won out in
the end.

My batting average was not any better in 1944 and 1948,
and I fought a losing battle in my support of Thomas Dewey,
but I worked hard, and with fervor. And who can ever forgel
when we went to bed in November of 1948 hearing Gabriel Heater
proclaim Dewey's victory, only to wake up the next morning
to learn that Harry Truman was re-elected.

Better for me were 1952 and 1956, for those were the years
that Gen. Eisenhower won handily over Adlai Stevenson. Those
were great campaigns, though, and while a supporter of lke I
will never forget how enthralled I was over the oratory of
Adlai. And there are some today who refer to the uninspired
year's under Eisenhower. To me, those were the best years

overall that this country has enjoyed. And lke had a very

THE EDITOII

Editor, the Journal:

This is an open letter to the
people of Malheur County and
directed specifically to the tax-

payers of the Adrian com-
munity, Code 34. As you know
I have resigned as your Chief
Appralser for Malheur County
effective as of last Friday. I
feel that as I am now an or-
dinary taxpayer and no longer
connected with the Assessors’
office that I have a duty to in-
form you as to the facts of
what is happening in the As-
sessors’ office under the pre-
sent County Court appointed
Assessor, Robert Plerce,

In October 1963 John Koop-
man, the Assessor for Malheur
County, contacted me and ask
if 1 would consider working for
him as an appraiser. [ had
just finished a year as Vice
President of the Ontario Farm
Bureau Center and the previous
year been a delegate from the
Ontario Center of the Farm
Bureau to the county chapter
of the Farm Bureau, | had
listened a lot and taxes were
a common theme, Here was my
chance to get in the middle of
the matter and find what it
was all about., I was much
surprised, after all the talk
I had heard, to find that John
and the staff were a very dedi-
cated and hard working group
of people. Doing their compli-
cated job very well, ~

Two and a hall yearsago John
asked me to be the Chief Ap-
praiser. My job was to lay out
the work, supervise and check
the work of the appraisers and
assist in all phases of the ap-
praisal process, I wrote Memos
setting up rules of appraisal
standards to have greater equity
among all classes of property
in the county, We took field
trips reviewing property trying
to get every appraiser to ap-
praise on the same standard.

July 1st 1971 John retired,
after an outstanding 24 years of
service to Malheur County, and
asked the County Court to ap-
point me to finish out his term
of office, This the County court
refused and instead appointed
Robert Pierce who farmed in
the Oregon Slope area.

For several months the office
went along relatively smoothly
as the appointed Assessor
Pierce tried to learn the com-
plicated assessment and up-
praisal procedures. At least one
persons time has been con-
tinuously used in order to teach
Mr. Plerce the fundamentals of
the office routine, This has
slowed the already over-
burdened staff, At last re-
port 1 had there were timely
reports that are required by the
Department of Revenue that
were two or more weeks be-
hind schedule., Due to lack of
direction and misdirection by
Mr. Pierce, my decisions were
ignored andthe appraisers were
told to talk it over with him
if they had problems. I have
been effectively relieved of my
position as Chief Appraiser and
this is now occupied by a com-
pletely unqualified man, Mr,
Pierce, As Mr, Pierce has been
taking over the appraisal sec-
tion he has been loading more
and more of the Assessors du-
ties upon the Chief Deputy, Lola
Steinke. It is not unusual for
her time to be taken up for
several hours a day in his
office, many times behind
closed door. At present she
is working nights and weekend
days desperately trying to
catch up and get back on sche-
dule,

Specifically here is the si-
tuation. As Chief Appraiser I
know my men and their limi-
tations so in order to have the
highest equity 1 have placed
each man in a seperate ap-
praisal area, One in Big Bend
area and one in the Ridgeview
area and Bill Phillips in the
Adrian area., From past ex-
perience | knew that the Adrian
area was the hardest to ap-
praise, The last appraisalcycle
we were unsure of our values
due to the influence of the high
seed yields and the spotted or
variation of yields, These were
being close to an alkli bee
bed or far away, etc. So we
were cautious and on the low
side. Due to the ratio we were
receiving | knew that this had
to be corrected and indications
were that the area was going
more to row crop and yet values
were climbing. So 1 assigned
this area to Ex-Marine Bill
Phillips. 1 knew that he was
a4 concientious man and would
do the appraisals irregardless
of who the taxpayer was or his
political influence, This Bill
did, when the increase notices
went out reprecussions fol-
lowed. Mr. Plerce took over the
complaint department and with

It was decided be-
tween them that the values were
too high and especially on their
farms. So it was agreed that
adjustments were to be made
downward. After the agree-
ments were made I was sent out
with the appraiser and was for-
ced to make the adjustments. 1
would look at a property and say
how about a little adjustment?
The appraiser would say Mr.
Pierce has agreed on a much
bigger adjustment and so it
went,

Now if you are one of the
innocent  uncomplaining tax-
payers you are holding the bag
and unless you do something
will automaticallybe loaded with
Taxes. For instance one pro-
perty that was appraised for
$117,000 was adjusted to $92,
800 for a reduction of $24,200,
Another property was given a
10% reduction for being sepe-
rated from the main farm by a
river. On one tax lot this came to
$5,800, several other tax lots
were involved. Adjustments
were made on many farms as the
rumor got around and to my
knowledge no one that asked
was refused some adjustment,
The last count of adjustments
that I heard were close to a
total in all Codes of $750,000.

If you are one of the in-
nocent uncomplaining  tax-
payers you should do something
to remedy the inequity, unless
you enjoy paying someone elses
taxes, Write to the appointed
Assessor Plerce and demand
that the Code 34 be reappraised
and equalized, downward in your
case, Later the area can be
indexed if needed. You're lost
for this year as the tax roll
is closed, but if you get action
immediately the values can be
changed this year for next year.
If Mr. Pierce refuses, write
direct to Mr, Charles Mack,
Director of the Department of
Revenue, Salem, Oregon and
explain the problem. Cut this
article out and tack to your
family baulletin board so you
won't forget,

Dedication of Owyhee Dam at
2 o'clock Sunday, July 17, will
signalize the completion of the
$6,000,000 storage unit for the
Owyhee irrigation project of
123,000 acres, Highest dam
in the world, a beautiful struc-
ture locking together the color-
ful rock walls of a natural
damsite in Owyhee River can-
yon. Its christening isexpected
to attract many thousands of
people,

A special train will leave
Dunaway, five miles southwest
of Nyssa, on the Homedale
branch of the Oregon Short Line
railroad at 11 a.m. Sunday
morning, arriving at the dam at
1 p.m,

Free transportation up the
heretofore inaccessible Owyhee
River canyon will be provided
by the Union Pacific railroad
which will furnish coaches and
the General Construction Com-
pany will supply the locomotives
that for four years have been
hauling sand, gravel, cement
and supplies for the structure.

Free parking for automobiles
will be provided at the govern-
ment plant at Dunaway, at which
point the crowd is invited to
take the excursion train. On
account of narrow roads and li-
mited parking facilities at Owy-
hee Dam, visitors will find the
train route preferable to auto.

Several speakers are ex-
pected and unveiling of the
bronze tablet at the end of the
dam will be part of the cere-
mony.

An unusually large numbepr
of lambs are being killed this
summer on the range by coyotes
as the results of the campaigns
in the western states against
the jackrabbit pest, the natural
food of the coyotes, Their raids
on lambs are the result.
