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Smoke Less, Live Longer
A report compiled by a team of medical researchers and 

published in the Journal of the American Medical Association 
warns that increased smoking on the part of American women 
has caused a soaring increase in fatal heart attacks. The study 
found that although only 8 percent of all heart attack victims 
were women in the 1949-59 era, they now suffer about 20 percent 
of all massive, death-dealing heart attacks. And the researchers 
blame cigarette-smoking for the sharply increased rate.

When the medical research team probed the cause of death 
among heart-attack victims, it was found that an overwehlming 
62 percent of them had been heavy smokers; an additional 
28 percent of the heart attack victims were light to moderate 
smokers, and only 19 percent, whose heart attacks could be 
traced to other causes, were even light smokers.

Perhaps the most startling discovery was that the heart 
attack victims who died young (average age of 48) were the heavy 
smokers. Coronaries mowed down the light to moderate 
smokers at an average age of 55; but the non-smokers did 
not suffer a heart attack until age 67. The evidence indicates 
that women who smoke heavily are chopping 19 years from their 
life span.

Moral to the survey: if you wish to live longer, smoke less.

Dear Governor McCall
On January 4th, 1973, the 

Southeast OregonCouncil of Go­
vernments wrote to you seek­
ing your intervention in the pro­
blem of migrant health funding 
for Malheur County, Oregon.

Many things have taken place 
since then, and the Migrant 
Health Policy Board, which was 
elected by the migrants in the 
community, has had a long and 
hard battle meeting the require­
ments of Region X Health, Edu­
cation and Welfare. These re­
quirements seem to change as 
time passes. Each requirement 
the board meets,anew require­
ment is then set down. The feel­
ing of SEOCOG is that no matter 
what is accomplished here at the 
local level it will either be 
ignored by Region X or a new 
set of rules made.

Our question is, does Federal 
and State government mean what 
they say about listening to the 
needs and desires of local go­
vernment and its citizens or 
are they just going to ignore, 
as seems to be the case, and 
do exactly as they want re­
gardless? Region X had iden­
tified funding by "migrant 
streams” - or some such 
method - and has recognized an 
organization called Community 
Health Clinics, Inc., which has 
been identified by the local 
migrant population to be a 
militant group. This organi­
zation is based in Idaho. The 
local migrants and government 
officials have gone on record 
time and time again as being 
absolutely opposed to receiving 
migrant health care from this 
organization and have fought to 
keep the migrant health funding 
controlled and dispensed by lo­
cal people. We think it is time 
somebody checks this thinking 
on the part of Region X - their 
thinking does not represent 
Malheur County’s thinking or 
wishes.

We therefore appeal to you, 
Governor, as the administrative 
head of our state government, 
to assist us in every way you 
can. The migrants have arrived 
in Malheur C ounty. They need 
medical services. We think 
it is time that Region X is stop­
ped from playing games with the 
health needs of our migrant 
citizens andfromoverndingthe 
desires and wishes of the 
people to satisfy the desires and 
wishes of a few individuals in 
the Federal Government.

We sincerely thank you for 
any assistance you will give us.
