With perennials, experi
ence and research tells us
that most weeds should be in
the bud stage for best
results. The weed killers that
are effective and the higher
rates required often mean
that the treatment is non-
selective --it kills both crop
and weed. This can be
tolerated for usually pereni
als occur in small patches in
the fields or along ditches
and fence rows

One of the very good
perennial weed killers now
available a relative new
comer 15 Roundup. It is
effective on a variety of

hard-to-kill weeds like Can
ada thistle, whitetop, quack
grass and morning glory. i
also kills other vegetation to
which it is applied.

1 cup small cauliflowerets
