As in most industries there have been significant changes
in the last thirteen years. This is progress, needed but not
always appreciated, without which no industry can survive.

In the early sixties there was much speculation as to
whether or not the weekly newspaper would survive—they
have and outnumber dailies about ten to one and their future
lcoks promising. About the same time some of these weeklies

were in trouble

so were the towns in which they were

published. Again, through progress they survived.
The Journal has been in constant publication for seventy
plus years, and should be good for another seventy. In fact,

I'm betting my future on it.

We have lived and worked in some of the largest
metropolitan areas in the country and | can’t think of a better
place to live or work than right here in the Nyssa area.

The Nyssa Gate City Journal, under the direction of the
Nedrys and the former owners, has giown steadily over the
years and we plan to continue with basically the same
policies. We feel very fortunate that the present staff of Pat
Savage, Ruth Klinkenberg and Lucille Callahan will be
staying on with us to provide us not only with their fine
services but also their knowledge of the community.

My dad, Bud Peterson, is going to be on hand to assist in
whatever way he can and his many years of experience in the
newspaper and commercial printing field will provide a vast
reservoir of knowledge and experience.

This
legislation, 5.964, is now
before the House of Repre-
sentatives for their consi-
deration. | have indicated my
support for salary increases
for Federal judges should
they be considered sepa-
rately.
