POLYGAMY AGAIN AN ISSUE.

The arret of a prominent resident
of Salt Lake City on a charge of hav
ing violated the anti-polyga- law.
and the Imposition of a. nominal fine
after he had pleaded guilty, and the
movement which has started In states
as far apart as Oregon, Missouri and
Massachusetts to arouse public senti-
ment agilnst the retention of his seat
bv Conrressman-elec- t Roberts, of
T'trh. who is acus-.- of the same. of-

fense. that i.olygamy will be a
ubject of a good deal of Interest

throughout th United States In the
next six months. More than forty

enrs have 'passed sinc-- j the new re-
publican party. In its national conven-
tion of jsr.5, coupled polygamy with
silvery as "twin relics of barbarism."
In 1SS2 a bfll introduced by Justin 8.
Morrill, of Vermont, pased congress.
r.nd was signed by President Lincoln,
classing polygamy as bigamy, and
"iking It punishable iby a fine not
ceedtng $"00 and by Imprisonment not

exeipding five years. Practically, thla
lav.-- , soon a dead letter, very
few convictions being made under it.
and for several years a Mormon dele-
gate who wa,s known to be living with
more than one wife was permitted to
hold his seatf'ln the house of represen-
tatives.

liut a more drastic law, the Edmunds
act, supplementing the Morrill law,
was passed by cone-ro- , and was
Finned by President Arthur on March
'j. l'R?, whi-- made pclygamy a crime
anl disfranchised polygamists. Many
conviction were made under the act.
and its constitutionality Iwas estab-
lished by the supreme couj-t- . This law
was extended and strenjgthened by
later acts, especially the Edmunls- -
Tueker act of Februarys 1SS". which
President Cleveland decliried to sign,
tut which became a law, on the expira-
tion of the time limit. The effect of
this anti-polyga- legislation was
augmented by the . death of Brlgham
Young, the ablest and most powerful
head which the Mormon church ever
had, which took place on August 29.
1877. nearly five years before the en- -

.tv r An Wa A TT .3 M ani.tin wa me in u j.tw.
Yftlinfl' wa m tins el s TK
w ho was nearly 70 years of age at
that time, and who had belonged to
the Mormon church for about fortyyears. Taylor was succeeded In 1RS7
by William Woodruff, and he was fol-
lowed by Lorenzo Snow, the present
head of the church.

On September 23, 1S90,. Woodruff, thepresident of the church. Issued a proc-
lamation denying that the church still
countenanced polygamy, declared thatplural marriages were no longer sol-
emnized by the church, and advising
aiormon to obey the law of the- -

united Hate respecting marriage. Ata general conference of the church on
October 6, 1890, Woodruffs proclama-
tion waa approved, and a manifesto
was Issued, formally recognizing his
"declaration concerning plural mar-
riage as authoritative and binding."
This ws ultimately received as a re-
nunciation of polygamy by the Mor-no- n

ehweh. and the two political par-
ties of Utah, the people's and the lib-
eral's, the former being principally
Mormons and the latter chiefly gen-
tiles, dissolved, and the partisan di-
visions of republicans and democrats
prevailing In the rest of the co-mtr- y

were adopted, most of the people's
party, or Mormons, becoming demo-
crats, and the majority of the liberals
becoming republicans. A few victories
in municipal contest by the liberal
and later on a triumph here and thereby the republicans led the country to
believe that the abandonment of polyg-
amy was sincere, and this secured the
admission of Utah as aQtate, the ad-
mission being on the condition that
"polygamous or plural marriages are
xorever prohibited." Utah accepted J
xnis condition and became a state onJanuary 4. 189. The Investigation
which the Roberts case will incite will
show that this provision Is persistent-
ly and habitually evaded In Utah. It
will show also that the Mormon church
