‘Nicaragus Canal.

WASHINGTON, April 20.—As the
result of the protracted struggle in the
House today, the provisions of  the
naval appropriation bill. to enable the
Scerctary of the Treasury to contract
for armor for the battleships Maine,
‘Ohio and Missouri, now awaiting their
armor equipment at $545 per ton, the
price asked for Krupp armor, is out oi
the bill, as is the provision to repeal
the $300 limitation placed upon the
price of armor by the current law.
The fight came at the end of the con-
sideration of the bill. ‘Although the
provision was odbnoxious to the rule,
all the minority members of the com-
mittee had agreed to it, but today,
when the majority declined to allow a
discussion oi the appropriation for the
establishment of an armor plate fac-
tory, they retaliated by raising a point
oi order against the two provisions
above referred to, and they were ruled
out. The exact effect of the action of
the house today is disputed.

The appropriation oi $4.000,000, un-
der the head ofi “armor and armament”
remains in the bill, as well as the lan-
guage of the proviso authorizing the
Sceretary of the Navy to contract for
armor of the best gquality for the Maine,
Ohio rnd Missouri, the words stricken
out being “at a cost not to exceed $545
per ton, including royalties.”

It is contended by some that this
empowers the Secretary to contract for
armor plate without regard to cost.

THE NICARAGUA BILL.

Washington, April 20.—Aiter the an-
nouncement that the Nicaragua Canal
bill wonld be taken up in the Honse
May 1st, in an amended form. Hep-
burn stated the passage of the bill is
unquestionable.

The main dissent to the change in
the bill came from Adamson, of Geor-
gia, who desired to have the words
“fortiiy” and “defend” retained, as
against any doubtiul or compromising
phrase. Barham, wpon whose mdtion
in the committee the changes were ef-
fected, said:

“The changes are designed to over-
come the objections which have been
raised, and [ have reason to belicve
they will accomplish that end and make
the bill gencraily acceptable. The
words ‘fortified" and ‘defend’ appeared
to invite a cantroversy and diplomatic
complications, and in view of the ac-
tion of the administration in negotia- |
ting the Hay-Paunceiote treaty, it ap-
peared entirely ncedless to  raise a
diplomatic issne with England simply
on the use of words. In the amended
form ample authority is given to poiice
and protect the canal against destruc-
tion by evil-doers, and by the time the
canal is completed, six or eight years
henee, there will be full opportunity to
determine whether it should be per-
manently protected by jortifications or
by our navy.”

Congressman Tongue's Efforts on De-
hal of the Indmn War Veter-
ans of This State.
