How He Got An Expert Witness From
a Boston Schooner,

Old Boston schoolboys of 6o years
ago realize that no greater change has
taken place in Boston than on the
wharves, which in 1840 were all open,
with no sheds built on them as at the
presént time, says the Boston Trans-
cript. Vessels in the East India trade
were dockad at India whari. W. F.

Central whari, Lombard's and Hemen-
way & Co's ships were at Commercial
whari. Long whari was lined ‘with
vessels in the coasting trade: they had
large canvas signs atuiched to the
yards stazing the port hafled from ‘and
“he port they wanted frdight ior,

At that trme there were no steam-
ships, and all framsportation was done
by sailing crait. For instance, a sign
would read: “The schooner Eagle. Cap-
tain  Smith, will zail on Saturday for
Bath, Gardiner and Hallowell.” The
wharves were a favorfie resort with the
boys Wednesday and Saturday afrer-
noons. At that time school kept Wed-
nesday and Saturday mornings, and
we had the aftéernoons for vacation. In
the morning after schoo! spend the ait-
crnoon. and it was generally on the
whatves, Five out of 10 boys went to
sea after leaving schocl,

FUTURE OF THE'AUTOMOBILE.

An English Prophecy  Concerning 4

Modern Mode of Locomotion.

Motor cars are now with us, says the
Public - Health -Engineer, and we feel
<o certain oi the permanency of their
stay that we predict that in Jo years
time the whole of the hegavy raffic of
our large towns will be conducted by
mechamical means, whether ior the pur-
pose ol propeling ommibuses. railway
vans, brewers drays, water’ carts, dust
carts or the quicker 1raffic ‘of cabs and
tradesmen’s carts. And we further say
that in 20 years’ time it will be forbid-
den to bring horse-drawn vehicles with-
in three (or perhaps five) miles then of
St. Paul’s.

DEPTHS OF MINES.

A .Lake Superior Shaft 'Reaches the

Record Depth of 4000 Feet.

The produce of a coal seam 5 feet
thick is 600 tons per acre, and taking
ghis 2s an average thickncss. the zrea
of coal annoally worked amounis (o
pearly 33.000 acres, or jour times the
wrea pf the county of Londém, With
this Tapid rate of consumption, anxicly
1s to the duration of the British coal
fitlds is well founded. Professot Hail
e<timates that the totall quantity ef
coal within a depth of 4,000 feet still re-
maining. is 81.683.000,000 tons. T
estimate’ is reassuring, aithough “it is
not in accord withthe less optimistic and
divergent views on the question <X-
pressed by Professor Stanley Jevons
by the Right Honarable lLeonard H.
Courtney, by Mr. R Price-\Wiliiams,
and by T. Forster Beown. All these
estimates are of slight value, owing to
the impossibility 'of prophesying either
the rate of increase in production and
constrmption, br the' hmtits st which
mining may be carried on with profit
Early in the last century a shaft 100
fect in depth was an object of wonder,
and a glance over the history of the
depths hitherto attained clearly shows
the remarkably rapid progress that has
been made in this respect. At the pres-
ent time the greatest depth at which in
Great Britain maning operations  are
carried on has “been reached at ihc
Pendleton colliery, mnear Manchester,
where th: deepest workings are neariy
3.500 feet below the surface.

This enormons depth has, however,
been exceeded in other countries, nota-
bly in 1the Laké Superior district, where
the Red Jacket shait of the Calumet
and Hecla copper mine has now  at-
tained the record depth ol 4900 feet.
and in Belgium, where a colliery ‘a
Mons 18 3037 feet deep. Depths such
as these show that the Limil of depth
of 4.000 iect adopted by Proiessor Hull
and by the Royal coal commissioners
in 1870, though ridiculed at the time,
was well within .the bounds ol possibil-
ity. In view of the marvelons offici-
ency 0f modern winding engines, - no
considerations. of a mechamical natnre
necd limit the prospective depths ol
shafts. By far the most important ob-
stacle tb very de¢p mining is the cer-
tain and proportionate increase of tem-
crature according to depth. At the
%ams«thnwilz borehole, in Silesia, the
deepest in the world, recently put down
by the Prassian government 10 a depth
of 6.573 feet, this increase of tumpera-
ture with depth has heen jound to be
one degree Fahrenheit for 62.1 feet.
Taking this as a fair average, a coal
seam at a depth of 4.000 fect would be.
withont the cooling action of an arti-
ficial ventilating cmrrent, 64 degrees
warmer than and near the surface
—Ninezeenth Century.
