The captain of the Hunter stood
in shore. He. had already given the
vessel some pretty rough treatment in

They were soon
off, but a strong landwanl breesse drove
them onto another reef. The vessel
pounded for; iuiurs inTore brtaklng up.
They "look i'o Ylie"siiall "boats" and got
ashore with scanty" provisions This
oeenrrtMl June th.- - 'After' the launch
had set out in search of heir, the sea
moderated so they; were able to go out
to the Hunter-- and secure abundant
supplies'.' tents. canvas, ropes, ami
tlieir' personal liaggage Tlie Indians,
of whom- - there was' a considerable
nuniler. their camp tieing ori Coon
rtver, vlsitc-J- l them, bringing goose and
thick eggs by the basket fill; also her-
ring, salmon, wild ' geese, dncks and
grouse. They offered liquor to the Indi-
ans In exchange, but much to their
surprise, the Indians would hare none
of It. Tolmeeo ami sugar they eagerly
accepted a basket of goose eggs le-in-g

given In exchange for one' chew.
The Indians are dressed In furs and
skins. They put out in their lioats to
the. two wrecks and secured canned
goods, hams, ha con and oilier stores,
and. to the disgust of the sailors, threw
barrels of whisky and cass of port
wine overboard. The crew of tlie
Eclipse saved - some port ' whie $nd
brandy, which they brought on Ioard
with their Idankets. Their generosity
with liquid refreshments soon demor-
alized several of the Nome's employes,
so the captain of the lat confiscated
some ef It and consigned. U to the den-
izens, of the-brin- y deep.. ' One of. the
pivsscmgers of tlie Hunter whcv,wlth;a
partner had $2l worth of freight on
IsMird the IJunter, says. , If tlie liquor
luul - ben thrown overlioard tx'fore
thev reached the - Uehrlng i Sea,; tlie
wreck would never have occurred. We
hailed the Charles Nelson this after-
noon, who reported the Ice larrierr
aliout .n.3 degrees, 1" minutes, a un-
breakable, and a lso reports a large
steamer tRosencranz) aground and Jet-
tisoning her cargo. We are now at
anchor waiting for ice movement. In
hopes .'a channel will lie formed by4be
wintl.
