BIG EX®”RESS ROBBERY

BRAVE MESSENGER SUCCESS-
FULLY STOOD OFF EIGHT
MEN—OUTLAW DEAD:

MOUNT CARROLL, 1., Aug. 6.—A
daring and successful train  robbery
occurred at Marcus, on the Chicago,
Burlington: & Quincy  Rallway, five
miles morth of Savannpah, about mid-
night. The vestibuled passenger train
of eleven coaches was flagged at - the
little station and six masked men
boarded the engine, Th¥ engineer and
fireman obeyed the orders of the rob-
bers and at once uncoupled the engine
and express car from the train and ran

Pickers generally agree that 40 cenis
a box is a good price, and excellent
wages can be made by the Industrious
at those figures. '

James Winstanley, SBecretary of the
Oregon Hop Growers’ Associalion, yes-
terday recelved a letter from Morrie
Terry, = prominent New York grower,
who saysof the hop. crop in that state:
“The dealers are all golng West;
can’t buy here. The growers who have
any vine are getting scared. 1t looks
like a bad blight.

Your hop growers will get a big price
If they don’t make fools of themselves.
Bay 4o them to keep their acreage
down where it is and they will make
some money In the next few years.”
