His Message Heceived,
Washington, Nov. 10.—Today's ses-

The President's message (o COngress
follows:

*“To the Senale and House of Repre-
sentatives: 1 have convened the Con-
ress that it may conasider the legisia-
tion necessary to put into operation tae
commercial treaty with Cuba, which
was ratified by the Benate at its last
seasion and subsequently by the Cuban
Government. 1 deem such legislation
demanded not only by our interest but
by our hanor. We cannot with prop-
rieey abandun the course upen which
we have so wisély embarked. When
the acceptance of. the Platt amen.ment
was required from Cuba by the action
of the Congress of the United States
this government (hereby dafinitely
committed ilself to the policy of treat-
ing Cuba as occupying a unique posi-
tion as regards this couniry. It was
provided that when the istand became
a free and independent republic she
should stand in such close relations
with us ag in certain respects to some
within our system of international pol-
fey: and It neceskarily followed that
sheamust nlso (o a certain degree be-
come included within the lines of our
economic policy. Situated as Cuba is
it wouli not be wise for this country
to permil the strategic abuse of the is-
jand by any foreign milltary powers. It
in for this reason that certain limita-
tiohs haye beeh imp::l'd upt':n :\Olr!mﬁl;
