A MILK FACTORY

W. 0. HEMLOW, ASTORIA, WANTS

TO PROMOTE SUCH AN EN-

IN SALEM.

Idea Not Received With Favor Among
Business Men of City, As It Would
Interfere With the Business of the
Creamery—Commercial Cream Co.

Does Not Care to Take Matter Up.

o~

An opportunity has presented itself
to the enterprising people of the Capi-
tal City to seeure the Joeation of =a
milk condensing plant in this eity, pro-
villed eapital ean be interested to a
sufficient extent. -Mr. W. O. Hemlow,
constructor of ecanmning plants, of Asto-
ria, has written the Commercial Club in
regard to the subjeet, . and it would
seem that if sueh an institution was
desired in this eity, now would be a
geod time in which to puosh it. A
Statesman reporter vyesterday investi-
gated the feeling of the Salem business
men to some extent on the subject, and
found that the general impression
whieh prevails, is that at this time the
factory is not wanted in this vieinity.
It is thought that milk enongh could
not be secured to make a paving invest-
ment, and that it would be a blow to
the creamery interests of the commun-
ity.

At the present time sufficient milk
cannct be secured within a reasonable
distanee of Salem to supply the de-
mand of the Commereial Cream Co. If
such a plant were built, no other firm
would be so well prepared to undertake
it as the company mentioned above,
and inquiry at the ereamery developed
the fact that they would not consider
such a_projecti@at this time, as it is now
necessary for the ecompany to send
wagons over the eountry for twenty
miles in every direetion, in ‘order to
keep the plant runiiing. The loeal com-
pany has considered the projeet of
building 8 condensed milk faetory,
either in this eity, or in some of the
smaller towns near by, preferably the
latter, as they would then bhe in ecloser
toueh with the producers of the milk.
It would be necessary for the milk to
be delivered at the faetory every
morning, and the whole milk would be
bought, whereas the ecreamery gathers
eream, calling at the farm houses opce
a week, and takes only the separated
product, or about one-twenty-fifth of
the milk. ’

Almost as large a price is obtained
for the separated cream, as for the en-
tire milk at the factory, and where the
dairvmen have separators, they keep
the milk at home to feed the calves and
pigs. Skim milk used in this way is
claimed to be worth 25 cents per hun-
dred pounds. Thus it is plain that the
establishment of a milk factory would
not stimulate the production of milk,
more than is done for the ereamery,
and it is hardly likely that the project
will be viewed with great favor. It
has been observed that where such
plants are established, and milk is pro-
duced in sufficient guantities near the
plant, ecreameries have been driven
from the field. (The letter, which was
read before the club, and referred to a
committe> for consideration, follows:

‘‘Gentlemen: 1 would like to ascer-
tain if there has-been an effort made
in Salem to promote a milk condensing
plant. The writer is loeal manager of
one of two firms in the U. 8. building
and feaching the secret processes of
making condensed milk. ‘The Ameriean
Condensary Supply and Equi*ent
Co.,” of Detroit, Michigan.

‘“The eontracts beginning Oectober 1,
are the prices paid per 100 pounds of
fresh milk in the condensaries in the
U. 8. Oetober, $1.35; November, $1.45;
December, $1.55; January, $1.55; Feb-
ruary, $1.50, and March, $1.40, so that
you ean see there need be no fear of
competition with any other enterprise
which might be using milk and T will
assure you that the enterprise will be
for the betterment of the dairy and
eondensary business.

My plan
would be to imeorporate a ecompany of
local eapitalists and in the event of
such an enterprise, I would take
tltock.
