PORTLAND, June 2.—‘‘John Mal-
eolm Graham,’’ winnér of the prize of
$100 for® the best ballad on ‘‘The
Trail,”” offered.by Mr. I. N. Fleisch-
ner, chairman ot the explojtation and
publicity eommittee for the' Lewis and
Clark exposition, turns out to be a wo-]
man, Mrs, A, A. Lindsley; who for a
year past has regsided in Portland.

The winming poem was mailed to the
publicity eommittee, signed *‘‘John
Maleolm Graham, General Delivery.”’

Friend and Urges Cessation
of Hostilities.

—Count Declines to Discuss His Con-
versation With the President.

WASHINGTON, June 2.—The presi-
deut today struck a blow for peace in
the Far East. In a conference at the
white house this afternocon with Count
Caseini, the Russian ambassador, the
president expressed the earnest wish
that Ruossia would forthwith conclude

ce with gapan. The prolongation
of war, he believes, will not result in
a victory for the Russian arms, and
can only serve to increase Japan’s de-
mands and render more difficult the
drafting of a peace treaty, which the
ezar as well as the mikado can sign.

Until his words have reached the
Tsarskoe Selo and have been communi-
cated to ror Nicholas in the
friendly spirit in which they were ut-
tered, the effect eannot be estimated.
Regarding his visit to the white house,
all that Count Cassini would say was:
““I had a most eordial conversation
with the president this afternoon, dur-
ing which the whole situation in the
Far East was discussed informally and
in a general manner. No peace over-
tures were recelved from Japan, nor
were any made. Our talk was codfi-
dential, of course, and of a general
character.”’

When Count Cassini leaves Washing-
ton for St. Petersburg early in July he
will be the bearer of a personal mes-
sage from the president to the em-

peror.
Manila, June 2.—Three warships,
claiming Freneh nationslity, have an-
chored in the Gulf of Linghayén, The
officers eame ashore in quest of a tele-
graph office. They spoke*French.

St. Petersburg, June 3.—The feeling
in the admiralty against Rear Admiral
Nebogatoff continues to run high, the
majority of the naval authorities being
deaf to the appeals of the few who in-
sist that the admiral’s action in sur-
rendering his warships should not be
condemned until the eircuomstances had
become fully known. The majority say
they ecould forgive anything but sur-
render. .
