NEW YORK, July 19.—{Special)—

standpoint has eertainly been favora-
ble in character. The publication, af-
ter the market elosed on . Tuesday, of
the government erop report contaimed
the promise of exteptionally favorable
harvests, removing to a measurable de-
gree the recent fears of damage to the

firming the roport that a large and
profitable winter erop has already been
gathered. In addition there have, as
factors in the stock market, been (1)
tne sucepssful flotation of another large
loan by Japan; (2) the inerease in the
semi-annual dividend of the Baltimore
& Ohio whereby that road now enters
the 5 per cent dividend paying list; (3)
another favorable statement of foreign
trade, which is of importance in comn-
nection with the money market of the
immediate future, and (4) the faet
that the market itself has so steadily
resisted liquidation of a most extens-
ive eharacter by the large professional
operators, With suen a combination
of distinetly favorable influences it
might seem disappointing that instoad
of about holding its own the market
has not further advanced; but this is
readily explained by the faet that
these detvelopments have memcly met
the expectations of those who had tak-
en the trouble to investigate matters,
and who therefore were in a position
where tncy eould take profits at a time
others were waiting for the faects to be
yresented in the Wsual routive chanmels.
t has, for instanee, boen generally
known and has been repeatedly pointed
out in.these advices, that the crop sit-
uation was an exceptionally favorable

| one this year; that the sucoess of the

Japanese loan was a  foregone- conclu-
sion, and, that the foreign trade move-
ment of the country was om an ascend-
ing seale. Most of the woack’s infiu-
ences were, in fact, matters of knowl-
edge to eareful Wall Street students
and, as usual, were fully discounted.
Whilk» the government does pot ex-
press in busnels it& estimate of the
corn prospeets, it nevertheless furnish-
es the statisticians | of the various
grain exchanges of the country with
tangible . gata for| conwverting the
monthly report into bushels, Thus the
epartment indieateg an inerease of 2,-
080,000 aecres in the ‘area planted to
corn and an initial eondition of 87.3, as
against 86.4 at the eorresponding date
a year ago. This incscase in both the
acreage and coundition is interpreted
Ly the aceepted system of figuring the
department’s returds as ‘an indiealion
of a harvest of 2,651,000,000 busnels of
corn. At this dalo last yvear a similar

conilition and aereage promised a crop
of 2,537,000,000 bughels, while the of-
ficial harvest as reported in December
elaimed 2,467,000,000 bushels, showing
tie substantial reliahility of the sys
tem of figuring. [If the eurrent indi-
eation is maintained—if the wrather
during the next few weeks should re-
main favorable—the 1905 ecorn erop
will be the largest ever s»ported by
tne Department  of Agriculture, In
1899 the Census Bureau, as a resalt of
aetunal canvass, reported a erop of 2,-
666,000,000 bushecls, whieh was econsid-
erably in excess of the Department of
Agriculture’s estimate for that year,
the latter's estmate being bas>d on
pereentages' rather than on actunl farm

the department indieates a yield of
113,000,000 bushels of winter wheat, or
80,000,000 bushels more than was har-
vested last year, and s rombined har-
vest of 705500000 bushels of spring
and wintor wheat Wwaich, if the spring
wheat wmaintains - its present position
reasonably well, will give, with the ex-
ception of 1901, when the harvest was
748,000,000 bushels, the largest erop of
wheat ever reportéed. These are ecer-
tainly exceptionally fine prospects for
the material walfare of such an egsen-
tially agricultural country as our own,
especially in view of the high prices
the farmer 3g able to obtain for his
produet, No. 2 red waeat, for instanee,
gelling at New York abowe $1.00 per
bushel and No. 2 mixed corn at some-
thing above G0 cents per bushel. This
material welfare of the country must
readily be moflected by the traflie state-
ments of the roads earrying these tre-
mendous harvests to market, and by
the return traffic in the form of sup-
plies and luxuries which tae prosper-
ity in the agricultural sections encour-
age the farming element to purchase.
On the other nand, we should not
lose sight_of the fact that many stocks
ane on sneh a high basis that addition-
al advanees would require a much fur-
ther improvement over present divi-
dend ta.

As the recent shipmonts of Japanese
funds have been made throvgh the rg-
unlar sterling «xchange e¢hanpels, the
steady -improvemosnt that haw  been
shown in our exports of breadstufls
and eotton during the last few months,

this improvement, will militate to that
extent toward restricting the volome
of gold exppris and in th: meantime
constitute a distinet sodrea of relief to
tne lo¢al monetary situstion. Thus,
the monetary situation js not at the
moment an alarming one; it is, how-
ever, o> that merits clmse watching,
It will tend to discourayge large opera-
itions" for the rise, bhut Larndly. premises
to itself assume suflicient importanee
to cause any provounced ligniiation.
