COMMMCMSTIC UXI'KKIMEVT.

Some two or three year ago a par-

ty of Americans afflicted with the
communistic idea, and unable to
carry it out practically, owing to the
prejudice of the community, went
to Mexico, and K--t up a colony at
TcjiKiloboniiKi liy. The bafis of the
Hcheme was the old familiar one, as
It Iihh been dewribod coro--s of times.
The ToiKtlolKtinpians were to have
everything in common, give up all
idea of tterwtnal lilterty, ambition,
iHMrew and betterment of condi

tion, abandon not only the right to
hold projtcrty, but to buy, ttell or ac-

quire It In any way, and to claim no
reward for toil, nklll or aptitude In

any direction. TIioms who had a
mind to work would pool what tliey
produced for the common use, and
thoeo who preferred indolence
would, of course, live oil' the earn-

ings of the others. In short, it was
to be tho Ideal of the hoelallwtic plnn,
u fool's paradise.

The colony Iiuh now been lu oper-

ation for two years, and no tidliigH

coming from It, the governor of that
district visited it recently and found,
what might lie expected. The

were housed in tents, which
gave them little or no "belter. They
wero meanly clad and luid a pre-

carious supply of provisions. They
had grown Idle and thriftier, and
led a mere animal existence, i moHt

of them spending their time in In-

dolence or llshlng, and tho whole
colony wan fast gett.ng down to tho
savage condition of nomads. Uliey
bud hud u fair chance to test the
virtues of socialism, and again It
had proved an utter failure. It Is

objected that our present Hystem of
competition one striving against
another produces helllslinesH and
Injustice, and tho weak are pushed
to the wall; but ltalso brings out tho
active qualities of tho race, as our
reward Is generally proportioned to
our iiK'fulne-- H. The above exper-

ience, which has been oft repeated,
Is a Hiiftlclcnt refutation or Henry
tlcorge's land theory, which as-

sumes that the soil, like air and wa-

ter, Is free to all, and Is subject to
occupancy iilono not ownership.
This has been tho policy of the gov-

ernment In the management of the
Indians, holding their lands in
common, but allowing each mem-

ber of the tribe to cultivate all ho
chose. They have been lumpish
ami unprogrewivo under nueh a
system, ami the government Iiiih

now wisely determined to allot the
lands In severalty anil let each red-
skin rustle for himself. Rolllshness
is not an amiable quality, but provi-
dence has made It the chief Incentive
to exertion.
