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DISORDERED HEARING.
Disturbing Influences tTIiIch Cnuso tho

So.iros to Act Abnormally.
Tho senses, in tholr normal action, never

deceive; but they nro nil liable- to disturb-
ing influences or various kinds, which cnuso
them to act abnormally. Thoy may bo
painfully exalted In sensibility.or tho organs
ofsensomaybo so blunted ns to bocomo
partially or wholly incapablo of perlorming
their usual functions." They may evcnglvo
riso to sensations that aro absolutely false.
Tho eyo may "sco" bright lights, beautiful
scenes, forms of familiar friends or monsters
of hideous shape sco them as clearly as wo
seo any thing and yet tho apparent objects
bo wholly unreal.

Disorders of hearing aro tho most com-
mon of nil. Ringing, tinkling, rumbling,
roaring or beating as of nn audlblo pulse-- are

heard In various disturbed states of the
system. This is a frequent result of tho
misuso or overuse of drugs, as by tho largo
doses of qumino taken in malaria. Falso
voices may bo heard, so distinct that tho
person docs not at onco suspect their ob-
jective unreality. The30 hallucinations may
connect with an unsound stnto of tho brain,
but they may bo wholly independent of it.

Tho celebrated Dr. Hacnish, when suffer-
ing from fever, had hallucinations of sight
nud heaving combined. Ho saj-s- : "I was
broad awake; my oyes wero closed, and rot
I saw with perfect distinctness tho wholo
sceno going on in tho theater Ducroiv,- - per-
forming bis wonders of horsemanship, and
tho assembled multitude, among whom I rec-
ognized several iniiraato friends. When I
opened my oyes tho wholo sceno vanished;
when I closed them it instantly returned.
But, though I could thus dlsMpato tho spec-
tacle, I found it ImposBiblo to got rid of tho
accompanying music. This was the grand
march in tho opera of Aladdin, which was
performed by tho orchestra with moro su-
perb and imposing effect and with greater
loudness than I had ever heard It before."

Tho Boston Medical and Surgical Journal
lately described a caso duo simply to
marked constipation of long standing. At
first tho voices wero heard at night. They
seomed to bo tho voices of throe persons,
who persisted in tormenting tho pitient
with offcnsivo talk. At length they an-
noyed her by day as well as night Thoy
would sing, yell and quarrel among them-
selves, ami at times commanded her to do
thing3 that i.ff righted hor.
