Mistaken Identity.

A remarkable case of mistaken
identity has cometo light in Raleigh
North Carolina, and will form a
tople of conversation for people in
England and Ireland as well asin
this country.

Thirteen years ago, in Raleigh,
Scott Partin murdered his wife and
child and succeeded in evading ar-
rest. Recently a man bearing a strik-
ing resemblaace to Partin made his
appearance in Raleigh, and was
promptly arrested for the crime.
The authorities did not doubt for a
moment that they had the nght
man, for not ouly was he very
much like Partin in appearance,
but he had body marks similar to
which Partin had, and as in the
case of the latter, one of his fingers
had been cuf off

Matters looked very gloomy for
the prisoner. He wrote to his sister
in England, telling of his arrest,
and evidence is said to have been
gathered which will show conclu-
sively that he is Robert Porter of
Bouth [Ireland who eame to this
enuntry in 1873. A part of the evi-
dence to be offered consists of a let~
ter written by Porler toa relative
in Irealud and dated from a town
several hundred miles from Raleigh,
on the day the murder was commit-
ted. English authorities have in-
vestigated the matter very thor-
oughly, and the documents, which
have been posted to America will
cause Porter's release,
Cases of mistaken Identity are
quite numerous, but it Is not often
that & man comes as near being
hanged for the henius crime of
murder ns Porter.

Saved by & Dream.

A man by the name of Joe Wil
linma had told a dream to his fellow-
soldiers, some of whom related is
monthe previous to the occurrence,
He dreamed that he crossed a river,
marched over a mountain and
camped near a church located in a
wood, near which a terrible battle
ensued, and in a charge just as he
crossed a ravine he was shot in the
heart. On the ever-meéemorable Tth
of December, 1861 (battle of Prairie
Grove, Northern Arkansas), as we
moved at double gnick to take our
places in the line of battle, then
alrendy hotly engaged we passed a
chureh then a small, trame building.
I was riding 1n the flank of the
command, opposite to Willlams,
aad we came in front of the house,
““That is the church I saw in my
dream,” said he. I made no reply,
and never thought of it until even-
ing.

We had broken the enemie's lines
and were in full ponrsuit, when we
came to adry mavine in the wood,
and Willlams sald: “just on the
other side of this ravine I was shot
in my dream, and I'll stick my hat
under my shirt."” Buiting the action
to the word, he doubled up his hat
as he ran along and crammed it in
his bosom. BSearcely had he ad-
justed it when a minnie ball knocked
him out of line. Jumping up quick-
Iy, he pulled out his hat, waved it
over his head, shouting: “I'm all
right.” The ball ralsed a black spot
about the size of & man’s hand just
over the heart and dropped into his
boot,
