In this great strngglo of frontier
time?, tho allied western Indians un-

der the chi"ftnin8hip of Elskwatawa,
tlio "I'rophet" worn defeated iu No-

vember, 1811, by tho Americans un-

der tbo command of Gen. Win. 11.
Harrison.

It was n desperate, hard-fough- t

battle, and much depended upon tho
result.

Had the Indians beon successful,
all barriers of defence for the early
Bctilers v ulil have boen overthrown
an.l tho partly tomahawk would have
beu active in tbo rapid extermina-
tion of tho tcmaiuiui; pio:.eern. On
the other hand tho fortfinnto termin-
ation of tho content put an end to fur-
ther attempts at open vinrfare by tho
Indians. The rich territory, so lonp;
overrun by hostile savages, was
thrown open for settlement, which
rapidly occurred as soon as the news
of tho great viitery becan. wide-
spread.

Naturally great praise was rendered
to tho success and intiepid br.tvoiy
of Gen. Harrison and lie was huiioto I
