Tb Iftiorsnt Superstition Which Preralli
In Regard to ttio Latter.

Give a man luck and throw him into tho
e," in. perhaps, ono of tho oldest sayings

extant all over tho world, for wo And its
equivalent In every language spoken. His
a pity we arq not all girted with this fort-
unate grace; if' wo wero wo nocd novor
troublo at'ony time. But It happens, how-
ever, says the Londop Standard, that tho

lucky "ones aro very fow and very
fjrbctwoon; and yot, to noto tho observat-
ions of ovory-da- y llfo, ono would Imagine-tha- t

tho contrary wore tho caso-t- hat is to
ay, if wo may judgo from tho fact that

everybody assert that, every body else is.
lucky except himself. " I never know such
luck as 'that man has," Bays Jones of
Brown, and Brown of Jones remarks that
"Jones has the very devil's own luck
every thing ho does turns out welll" and
till ttey may bo both in tho same boat

struggling against impending advorsity, or
cunly glidjng along tho stream of com-

parative prosperity.
It is merely tho.outcpmo of an unfathom-

able discontent that pervades all, or nearly
all human creatures that semi-jealou- s

feoling of each othor's neighbor that finds
lodging in cvcry.breast: Now, risking tho
wrath of tho superstitious and tho believ-
ers in omens and odd numbers, wo firmly
maintain that thoro is no such thing as luck
at alL Forsovoranco and circumstance aro
tho secret df all success, and, as nothing
succeeds liko success, luck is tho natural
sequence of perseverauco. It is mainly tho
jdckqrs and' lazy people who perpetually
rave.aboutlacK of luck, forgetting that, if
there bepyYirtuo In this tantalizing talis-
man, if yery liko ,tho philosopher's stone,
and requires at. .considerable amount of
delving. anddlviag to secure.

Shakespearo giyes evidence that ho was
not free from this peculiar failing. In tho
"Merry Wives of, Windsor" ho makes that
(jenialand obese old rogue "Falstaff." say
to "Dame Quickly," "Good luck lies in odd
numbers. They say thoro is a divinity in
odd numbers either in nativity, chance or
death 1" This idea is, of course, founded on
the Pythagorean system, "All nature is a
harmony; man is a full chord, and all beyond
is Deity, so that nino. represents Deity.',"
And thus A major chord consists of a funda-
mental or tonic, its major third and its just
fifth. Seven notes complete tho octavo,
and nino is Deity. The odd numbers being
the primary notes of naturo, it is easy to
see how they capo to bo considered tho
gretrt, or lucky, numbers,. bu then the luck
belongs exclusively to the numbers and not
to the application thorcof, as is tho popular
impression.

But to enter into or properly explain tho
positions and qualities of odd numbers
would, paralyzo tho great Euclid himself.
Bo, to return to our luck. If thoro bo such
on uncanny thing, how'is it that nover, sinco
the creation has one man over been known
to credit his success in llfo to luck I His
downfall,, yes, Jo bad luck; his rise and
progress to luck; etood, bad or indifferent?
Never. If any one had tho temerity to sug-
gest such a thing the notion would bo
scouted as not only preposterous but im-
pious. The answer would be something liko
this: "My success, sir, which you vulgnr-l- j

attribute to luck, has boon achieved by
sheer hard work and determination ; and
what I have earned I deserve." And in
most cases it jvbuld.be right

Certainly there are' at' times 'fortuitous
circumstances that make a man successful,
whether he will or not, but then such is not
luck, it is pure accident. And as wo are all
liable to meet with disagreeable accidents,
soare.weall likely to meet with agreeable
ones. Only we never own it, supposing wo
think so. We go on declaring that "it is
betterto be born lucky than rich," and yot
we aro qujto inc'apablo of explaining what
we exactly mean. In tho commercial senso

and it is only in the commercial sense
that we think upon the subject-- if wo are
rich, we don't want ,luck and if wo aro
lucky we are rich. Jbord Beaconsfleld says
la"Venetl8:,'"Irtick,lsewbohasneithcr
creditors nor offspring! and who owes
neither money nor affection after all tho
most difficult to pay of the two." This is so
cynically true that not a soul believes it

Faith in tho charm of tho ,horo-ho- o Is
held sacred' to this day, in town and coun-
try, by Ignorant persons; but we flo not
lmsgirio that they nail it up over tho door as
a protection against w'tches, ,as was onco
the custom. It is supposed t6 rather bring
good luck than to avert any evil. Many
otherwise sano individuals will stoop to pick
up a shoo in the strcot, and others would
rather deliver up all their goods and chatt-

els than walk under a ladder. Thoro is
more common sense in this latter Idlosyn-crac- y

than may appear at first sight. Ono
does not run so groat a risk of receiving a

or a brick, that may bo on tho

from the roof to tho pavement, out'
Ue the range of tho ladder as Immediately

under tt This is about the only superstit-
ion that is wor(h preserving'.

Generally speaking, logical people discard
tie conceit of any thing coming to pass
through mere "luuk," though numbers on
tie surface profan uuhukable belief thoro-lo- .
