THE WAY OF LIFE. ,

Various Causes Oontrlbutina to

Promaturo Dissolution.

The Bible speaks of three score years and
ten as the age to which man may reasonably
look forward. It seems as if, at least, sev-

enty equable, contented and happy years-f- ull

of such comfort and gratification as the
members of each class in the community
have severally a right to expect should asj
might be within the reach of every man ari
woman. Iu some countries, however, we

find this to be much moro nearly the ca
than with us, says the Boston Ileraid. Amer-

icans, as a rule, live too fast to live kmtr.

Every person ls originally endowed with
about so large a stock of vitality oat of

which to fashion his life. It amounts to

nothing more nor less than the simplest of

problems in arithmetic to show that tf he
draw upon this stock twice as heavily as he
should, the duration of his existence will
only be one-ha- lf of what it was onguially
intended to bo. Indeed, the matter stands
much worse than this; hii life is likely to
be at any moment suddenly cut off short
long before reaching even the half. Astesa-engin- e

may use up its fuel in two weeks or
one, according to the rate at which it it
driven ; if it is sufficiently ovenvorkedjfce.,.
result may bo a gcnoral " smash," or such
an injury as will necessitate a long and
tedious "stopping fcr repairs," if, indeed, it
ever becomes "as good as new." "We hard-
ly seem ready to recognize the bounds es-

tablished by nature, but when we have
reached them, in our greed and ambition,
we summon our will,ond, as the expression
runs, "live upon our nerve," congratulating
ourselves on our praiseworthy display of

"American goaheadativeness." Unfortu-
nately naturo has not yet Decome sufficient-
ly progressive in her ideas to manufacture
constitutions expressly for the American
market, and, in the midst of our triumphant
tour de force, click, something snaps, and
we vanish from the stage, or break down
for years, perhaps for life.

What are the causes of sudden death ai
by a stroke of lightning! They are not
many when only the natural acci-
dents are considered. Death on the instant
may result from apoplexy, or bursting of
an aneurism within the chest or abdomen;
it may be caused by tho bursting of an ab-
scess within tho chest. Great mental
shock-- as from extreme anger or grief or
even kills instantly through
total paralysis of the chief nerve centers.
Cases of sudden death from hemorrhages
of the lungs are on record, but they are few
in number. Diseases of tho heart render
the subject liable to instant death, and they
are the most frequent causes.

Something may be said descriptive of
these accideuts and diseases which will in-
terest the general reader. A correct under-
standing of them might possibly render us
less Jiableto them. Apoplexy, or, as it is
sometimes called, brain-strok- is usually
d.ue,t0 Vs0 rupture of a blood-vess- withia
the brain. Instant death Is uot the common
TTZ ,f thU raj'ur' and yet- - as already
stated, it sometimes occurs.

the victim of a severe attack passes into a
