KXTItAIUTfOV.
A copy of a draft of an extradition

treaty between Great Hrittilti and
the United Blates which Ii,h been
agreed upon by Lord (Salisbury anil
the American Minister to England,
has been forwarded to I he Oovernor-Qeuer- al

of Canada, and a dispatch
from Ottawa conveys a synop-d- s of
It which Is astertcd to be substan
t tally correct.

Tho treaty Is drafted as an ex
tension of tho Ashburton treaty of
1812. In addition to tho extradit-
able crimes specified In that lieuly,
tho new treaty Include attempt or
conspiracy to murder, burglary, em-

bezzlement or larceny of any sum or
article of the value of 0 or upward,
malicious Injury to propeily where-
by life Is endangered, and a number
of other oHeuees known to the
criminal law of both England and
America.

It Is provided that any erii
who has been convicted of any of
theo crimen, but who lias not
served his sentence, may be extra-
dited. The treaty Is not to be given
a retroactive elhet that Is, It will
not apply to crimes committed be-

fore legislative sanction has been
given to It.

Then comes what is icully the
most important proviso of the treaty,
which Is that crimes of a political
nature are not to be Included in lis
provisions, and if a prisoner can
show to n court that tho real object
of those making loimlsltlon for his
surrender Is to try him for a politi-
cal offense ho shall hu.it at liberty.

With this saving clause theie
seems to be no reason why the
United Btates may not agrco lo this
treaty. The matter that stood in
tho way heretofore was the daugei
of trumped-u- p charges which might
turn out to bo polltlcd In their
nut lire when It was too late to make
use of that objection, flrcat lliltlau
seemed to bo desirous of haviugtho
United Htatesexlradlto Irish politi-
cal ugltntorn without an opportunity
being given to tho arrested parlies
of milking a delense before the
Aiurlcati courts. The Irish tilints
net extended to tlmnnv. f cilmluiil
ollenses so largely that (o sing
"Wearing of I lie Oreeu" was almost
tantamount bum attempt to murder.
If this element of iiiilnlrm is
eliminated the treaty should be
rutlllcd, for wo do not want to
shelter Hrlllsh criminals any more
than wo want Canada or liuglaud
to bo a city of rcfut'o for Amuikim
offenders.
