plying nearly all tho butler that is

shipped to China, many millions of
dollars worth. As the Canadian
Pacific operates with the iirltish
sutsldlzcd steamship lines It is a
matter of moment to all interested
In American mills to redouble their
efforts to hold this trade. The
Oregoulan says: This trade is al-

ready attracting attention In other
quarters, as is evidenced by the facl
that W. W. Ogllvie, president of the
Ogllvlo Milling Company, of Mont-
real, recently visited Vancouver, B.
C. The World, of that city says:'

Mr. Ogllvie has had under con-
sideration for some time time the es-

tablishment of a flour mill on the
Pacific coast to grind for the fradt
with China and Japan. Thb
scheme he does not deem pract lea
ble at present. The mills of Oregon
and Washington now control thui
trade, having the surplus grain of
those two states at hand, while were
a mill established In Vancouver the
supoly of grain must neccsarllj
come from Manitoba and the North
west. The wheat supply of Man-
itoba, he said, could not be relied on
vet to be steady, but in a few years
lie thought u constant supply could
be obtained. The Manitoba wheat.
belti' graded No. 1, hard, would
eventually replace the Oregoulan
flour in the Eastern market, as Ore-
gon can only produce soft wheat.

It Is true that Oregon wheat In

not so hard as the wheat of Man!
toba, but crops are certain here and
uncertain there. Tho wheat of the
Willamette valley, while containing
less gluten than the hard wheat,
makes the whitest flour In tin
word, which offsets any Jack of
strength. As to Oregon only being
able to produce soft wheat, it has
been demonstrated that hard whent,
tho Scot 'h Fife, can bo grown hen
and does very well, and tho Ulue
Stem, raised In Eastern Oregon con
talus as much gluten as tho wheat
of California, and yields n larger
berry, hut Is not up to tho make in
whiteness. If Oregon farmers
would take pains to Introduce the
Scotch Fife and other hard wheats,
they would doubtless soon be able to
supply wheat with as much I'ltiten
as necessury. At all events, the Pa- -

ciflo coast states, through their fa
vorable situation,' fertile soil and
abundant harvests, should be able to
hold the trade In flour with China
and Japan against all comers.

California and Oregon should con-

tinue to furnish flour for that coun
try, unless the trade Is Interfered
with by on tho part of the
Chinese, growing out of the restrict
Ion act and similar legislation.

A WEAK AimiJMKNT.
For a minister of the gospel to
