A re
porter iu looking up the market
quotations this morning visited the
Salem Flouring Mills Company's
office aud discovered that the com-
pany are entirely out of feed. Their
supply of flour Is something over
3000 barrels and remains at $4.20 per
barrel, - A large supply of wheat Is
on hand and the company are work-
ing on the damaged fume and ex-
pect to have the mill running night
nud day by the latter part of the
week. Wheat remains at 60} cta
net and 63 cents on storage,

Rince the weather becnme clearer
and the rains ceased eges have de-
clined from 40 cents to 25 cents per
dozen, aud will probably go one
notch lower.

Potatoes have advanced from 65
cents to 90 cents per bushel. The
price will ot go above this quota-
